KING'S REGULATION 
TO PROVIDE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT IN THE 

BRITISH SOLOMON ISLANDS PROTECTORATE 
OF A LAND REGISTRY OFFICE AND TO REGU­
LATE THE REGISTRATION THEREIN OF IN­
STRUMENTS AFFECTING LAND IN THE SAID 
PROTECTORATE.

the Western Pacific under the provisions of the Pacific 
Order in Council, 1893. 

In the narrie of His Majesty, George the Fifth, by the 
Grace of God of the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland and of the British Dominions 
beyond the Seas King, Defender of the Faith, 
Emperor of India.

1. This Regulation may be cited as the Solomons Land SHORTTITU:. 

Registration Regulation 1918. 
2 In this Regulation unless the context' otherwise INTERPRETATIONI

requires-

« Protectorate" means the British Solomon Islands 
Protectora te ; 

« High Commissioner" means His Britannic ,Majesty's 
. High Commissioner for the Western PaCIfIc; 

" R~sident Commissioner" means the Resident Com­
missioner of the Protectorate; 

"Court" means the High Commissioner's Court; 
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" Grantor" includes a vendor, d~nor, mortgagor, 
lessor, or other. ~erson conveymg, mortgaging, 
charging, or demISIng land; 

" Grantee" includes every ~erson taking or claiming 
any interest under any Instrument; 

" Instrument" inch:des every instrument. in w?ting 
affecting land 111 the Protectorate, mcludmg a 
will and a power of attorney under which any 
instrument affecting land may be executed; 

" Lana" includes any estate or interest in real pro­
perty; 

" Will " includes codicil, and the probate of a will and 
letters of administration with will annexed; 

" Appointed fce" means fee specified in the Second 
Schedule hereto; 

" Office" means Land Registry Office established 
under the provisions. of this Regulation. 

3. There shall be an office at Tulagi for the registration 
of all instruments affecting land in the Protectorate, which 
shall be (alled the Land Registry Office, and the High 
Commissioner shall from time to time appoint a fit and 
proper person to be the Registrar at the said office, and 
may revoke any such appointment, and may from time to 
time appoint a Deputy Registrar to act in case of illness, 
absence or incapacity of the Registrar, and may revoke 
any such appointment; and the Deputy Registrar while 
so acting, shall have all the powers, and discharge the like 
duties, and be subject to all the provisions and penalties 
relating to the Registrar. 

4. The Registrar shall keep a set ot books to be numbered 
consecutively, and' shall as soon as practicable, cause 
every instrument presented, for registration at the office, 
together with the certificate placed thereon, as hereinafter 
provided, to be copied at full length in one of the said books 
in the order i:r:- which the same sball be presented, and shall 
cause every Instrument as entered in each book to be 
numbered consecutively from one upwards, and each su~h 
book shall have an index in which shall be stated III 

alphabetical order the name of every partv to every instru­
ment otber than a will, and the name of the testator of 
every will recorded in such book with a reference to the 
page of the book where the instru~ent is recorded to which 
the name refers. 

5. Th~ Registrar shall immediately after the proof 
before hIm of any instrument presented for registration, 
and upon the presentation of any instrument duly proved 
before .any other person or of any instrument which may 
be reglstere.d under this Regulation without proof, place 
upon such Illstrument a certificate in the Form A or the 
Form B (as t~e case may require) in the First Schedule 
~ereto under hIS hand, which shall specify the year, month, 
may, and hour of t4e proof, or presentation as the case 

ay be, of s~ch i:r:-strument, and the year, month, day, 
and hour speCIfied III such certificate shall be taken to be 
the yea~, month, day, and hour at which such instrument 
was regIstered. 
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6. ~o instrument, .other th.an a will affecting'land, shall 
be regIstered unless It contall1s a proper description, and 
also a plan of the land affected by such iIlstrument.

OF REGULATION. egu a IOn. roVI e that every such ll1strument shall 
take effect from the date of its execution and everv such 
will shall take effect from the death or' the testator if 
registered in the same manner and within the time 
according to the provisions of the following sections 
limited for the registration of similar instruments executed 
after the commencement hereof. Provided also that any 
instrument deemed to be registered by virtue of section 
twenty-one hereof shall have the priority provided for 
by the said section. 

8. Every instrument executed after the commencement 
of this Regulation other than a will shall, so far as regards 
any land to be affected thereby, take effect as agClinst other 
instruments affecting the same land from the date of its 
registration. Provided that every such instrument shall 
take effect from the date of its execution if registered 
within such of the following periods as shall be applicable 
to such instrument, that is to say :-

(1) In the case of an instrument executed at any place 
situate within fifteen miles of the office, the 
period of three weeks from its date; 

(2), in the case of an instrument executed elsewhere 
in the Protectorate, the period of three months 
from its date; 

(3) in the case of an instrument executed in any State 
or Territory of the Commonwealth of Australia, 
the period of six .mo!'!-ths from its date; 

(4) in the case of an instrument executed elsewhere 
out of the Protectorate, the period of twelve 
months from its date. 

9. Every will of a testator dying after the commencement 
ot this Regulation shall, so far as r~gards any. land to be 
affected thereby, take effect as agamst ot~er ll1s~rum~nts 
affecting the same land fro~ the date of Its regIstratIOn. 
Provided that every such wIll shall take effect from the 
death of the testator if registered within such .of the fo~low­
ing periods as shall be applicable to such wIll, that IS to 
say:-

(1) . In the case of the' will of any person dying in the 
Protectorate, the period of four months next after 
the death of the testator; 

(2) in the case of the will of any person dying in any 
State or Territory of the Commonwealth of 
Australia, the period of nine months next after 
the death of the testator; 

(3) in the case of the will of any person ~ying els.5where 
out of the Protectorate, the penod of eIghteen 
months next after the d,eath of tlw testator. 
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10.-(1) No instrument executed a.Her the commence­
ment of this Regulation, other than a wIll, shall be registered 
unless it has been proved on oath by the grantor or one 
of the grantors, or by t.h~ grartee or one of the grantees, 
or by one of the subscnbmg wltncssess to have been duly 
executed by the grantor or grc:ntors. 

(2) No will C?f a testator dy~ng after the commencement 
of the RegulatIOn shall be reglstered,-

(a) unless it has ~een proved .on oath by one of the 
subscribing WItnesses, or If both are dead, or if 
from anv other cause whatever proof by the oath 
of either of them cannot be obtained, by the oath 
of some other person present at the execution of 
the will, or, if the Registrar be satis~ed that no 
such proof can be obtained, by ~he oath of some 
person or persons \vho can testIfy to the hand­
writing of the testator and of the subscribing 
witnesses, or 

(b) unless the probate of such will or letters of admin­
istration with such will annexed under the seal of 
the Court or of a court in some part of His 
Majesty's other Protectorates, or in some part 
of His Majesty's Dominions, having jurisdiction 
to grant the same, shall be produced to the 

. Registrar. , 
The oath shall be in the Form C or D in the First Schedule 
hereto (as the case may require) or to the like effect. 

(3) The proof required by this section sball be made 
as follows :--. 

(a) If such instrument or will be executed in the 
Protectorate before the Registrar, or before a 

, member of the Court, or an offLcer thereof having 
authority to administer an oath; 

(b) if such instrument or will be executed in any part 
of His Majesty's Dominions or in any other 
Protectorate before any Judge of any Court of 
Law, any Magistrate, Commissioner of Oaths, or 
Notary Public therein, or the person admin­
istering the Government thereof; 

(c) if such instrnment· or \vill be executed in any 
for~ign country not being a Protectorate of His 
MaJesty before any British Consul or oth~r 
accredited British Representative resident in such 
country; 

(d) an instrument or will not proved before the Regis­
trar, s~lall not be registered unless it shall have 
upon It c: certifiCate as near as may be in the 
Form E In the said First Schedule hereto pur­
porting to be under the hand and official seal or 
private seal (if there should be no official seal), 
or the hand alone if 'the person shall have no 
offic~al or private seal, of some one of the persons 
herembefore authorised to receive such proof to 

. the' effect that such ipstrument has been proved. 
11. If any instrument be executed in any part of the 

:vo~ld where by law the original is kept in any Public Office 
m such part of the world, in such case a CODY of the original 
and . ~he certificate of proof thereof as tile case may be, 
cerbfle.d .to b~ correct by the Public Officer in \vhose custody 
~he ongmal IS kept, shall be registered bv the Registrar 
1Il the. s~me :nanner as an original instrument, provided 
the ongmal. mstrument shall have been proved ir~ the 
manner berem provided.

Every iIL~trument executed after the commencement 
of thIS RegulatIon whereby land is granted by natives to 
any person or persons other than natives, or by the Crown 
to any person or persons whatever, shall be void unless 
the same be registered within a period of three months 
from the date thereof, and every other instrument executed 
after the commencement of this Regulation shall, so far 
as regar~s ~ny land .to be affected thereby, be void unless 
a~d unbl It b~ regIstered under this Regulation. Pro­
vIded that ~o. mstrument shall be void by reason of any 
error or omISSIOn of the Registrar. 
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13. Re~jstration shall not cure any defect in any instru- REGISTRATION 

ment regIstered, or confer upon it any effect or valiclity NOTTOAFFECT

14. An instrum~nt endorsed on another instrument shall 
not be registered without the instrument on. which it is 
endorsed unless the latter instrument is already registered. 

15. Every jUdgment or order of a Court affecting land 
in the Protectorate, every resolution of creditors appointing 
a trustee in the bankruptcy of a person having any title 
to or interest in land in the Protectorate, and every resolu­
tion of an incorporated company having any title to or 
interest in land in the Protectorate appointing a liquidator, 
shall so far as regards any such land affected or to be 
affected thereby be void unless a memorial thereof as here-
inafter provided be registered at the Land Registry Office 
within, in the case of a judgment order, or reso~ution 
pronounced, made or passed within the Protectorate, three 
months from the date thereof, or within, in the case of a 
judgment order or resolution pronounced, made or passed 
out of the Protectorate, six months from the date thereof. 
Provided that no jUdgment order or resolution shall be 
void 'by reason of any error or omission of the Registrar. 

16.-(1) Every memorial shall express-
(a) the nature of the memorial; . 
(b) the elate of the judgment, order, or res.olutlOn '; 
(c) the title of. the cause or matter wherem the same 

purports to have been pronounced, made, or 
passed; , 

(d) the name and address of the person registering 
the memorial ; 

(e) a description of the land· in the Protectorate 
affected or to be affected by the judgment order 
or resolution, a plan being in the case of () memo­
rial of a judgment or order annexea to. the I?emo­
rial if the same shall have been put m eVIdence 
bef~re the Court by which the judgment or order 
was pronounced or made and shall be expressly 
referred to in the judgment or order. . 

(2) The memorial shall have the. necessary partI.culars 
set out as nearly as may be accordmg to Form F m the 
First Schedule hereto. 

17. Every'Memorial shall be ve;ified by the oath of some 
competent person that the same. contains a true statement 
of the several particulars. therem. set forth, such oath to 
be accordinO' to Form G m the FIrst Schedule hereto and 
to be swor~ before the Registrar or any person before 

, whom in the like case of proof of an ins~rument an oath. 
can be sworn. Provided that a Memonal not s\~orn to 
before the Registrar shall not be registered unless It have

18.-(1) The Registrar upon receiving a MemOl~ial duly 
proved shall insert in the colurr:ns thereof provIded for 
that purpose the necess,ary partIculars of the date and 
hour of its receipt by hIm, ~he name and address of the 
person verifving the MemOrIal, and the number thereof, 
and s11a11 place upon and at th~ foot of the l\I,emorial so 
completed a cert~ficate under hIS hand accordmg to the 
following form, VIZ, :-, - , 

"This MemOrIal was receIved by me at the time 
therein stated and duly registered,

(2) The Registrar s~lall give ~ receipt for eV,ery :Memorial 

duly proved and receIved by hIm, The receIpt shall take 
the form of a certificate under the hand of the Registrar 
placed upon and at the foot of a copy of the Memorial, 
completed as aforesaid, such certificate to be according 
to the following form, viz, :-

. (3) Every Memorial received by the Registrar shall be 
filed and kept by the Registrar in his office in such order 
and manner as subject to the directions of the High Com­
missioner therein he shall think fit, so that the same may 
be most readily inspected, 

19.-(1) Upon the. commencement of this Regulation 
the High Commissioner shall forthwith cause to be made 
on durable paper a copy, certified by the Secretary to the 
Western Pa cific High Commission to be a true copy, of 
every entry affecting land in the Protectorate then con­
tain,ed in ,the book kept in Fiji at the office of the Western 
PaCIfic HIgh Commission and intitnled " Register of Land 
Claims."

(6) The High Commissioner shall forthwith upon the 
due completion of the said book cause it to be delivered 
into the custody of the Registrar. . 

20. Upon the commencement of this Regulation the 
Resident Commissioner shall forthwith cause to be delivered 
into the custody of the Registrar every book which then 
is in the custody or under the control of the Resident 
Commissioner and which purports to be a book relating 
to the registration of instruments affecting land in tl'le 
Protectorate as theretofore practised in the office of the 
Resident Commissioner. 

21.-(1) Every book duly caused by the High Commis­
sioner or the Resident Commissioner to be delivered to the 
Registrar under the provisions of section nineteen or section 
twenty hereof shall when received by the Registrar into 
his custody be, in relation to any instrument recorded 
therein as having been registered in the office of the High 
Commissioner or the Resident Commissioner as the case 
may be before the commencement of this Regulation, 
deemed to be a register book or register within the meaning 
of this Regulation but no further entries shall be made 
therein. 

(2) Every instrument so recorded shall be deemed to be 
registered under this Regulation, and shall so far as regards 
any land to be affected thereby take effect as against other 
instruments affecting the same land from the. date of ~uch 
registration. Provided that nothi~g h~rem cont~med 
shall be deemed to prevent the regIstratIOn anew If so 
desired under this Regulation of any. sr:ch instr"?ment ar:d 
the acquisition accordingly of the pno~Ity provld.ed for m 

Jrespect thereof by section seven. of tIns Reg?~atlOn UPo? 
strict compliance being made wIth the provlSlons of thIS 
Regulation. 

22. A certificate appearing upon any instr~ment which 
is thereby certified to have been regr~tered m th~ ?ffice 
of the High Commissioner or the ResIdent COmnllSSlOn~r 
as the case may be before the c?mmencement ?f thIS 
Regulation, and, in the case of. ar: mstrument certIfied. to 
have been registered as aforesaid ll1 the office of the HIgh 
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Commissioner, purporting to be un~er the. seal or ~ignature 
of any person for the ti:ue then b~m~ actmg as HIgh Com-

. . ner Assl'stant HIgh CommIssIOner, or Secretarv to mISSIO , . . . th J 
the Western Pacific High CommIssIOn, ?r, m e case of an 
instrument certified to have been ~eg:Istered as afoTesaid 
. the office of the Resident CommIssIOner, purportmg to 
~~ under the seal or signat~re of any p~rs?n for the time 
then being acting as ReSIdent CommIs.slOne~, shall .be 
received in evidence of the. matter c:rtIfied III th: lIke 
manner as it is provided by thl~ RegulatIon that ~ certIficate 
of registry purporting to be sIgned by the RegIstrar shall 
be received in evidence. . 

23. All register books, registers, and registered me!llorials 
8 t the Land Registry Office shall be deemed to be m legal 
custody, a:nd shall be receivable in e:vidence in all legal 
proceedings whatsoever, and the RegIstrar shall produce 
or cause to be produced any register book, register, or 
memorial in his office, on subpc:ena or order of the Court 
without payment for so doing unless the Court or Tribunal 
shall direct otherwise. 

24. The Registrar shall allow searches to be made at 
all reasonable times in any register book, register, or file 
of memorials in his custody, and upon request and pay­
rrient of the appointed fees shall give copies or extracts 
of or from any entry in any such book or register, or of 
or from any such memorial, and shall certify as correct 
all such copies or extracts. Every copy or extract, or 
certifica te of registry purporting to be signed by a Registrar, 
shall be received in evidence without any further or other 
proof thereof, unless it shall be proved that the same is a 
forgery, in all legal proceedings of a civil nature instead 
of the production of the original register or record, subject 
nevertheless to the provisions hereinafter contained. 

25. In case any party shall intend to use in evidence 
on the trial or hearing of any civil action, suit, or matter 
in Court any copy or extract certified as hereinbefore 
mentiC?ned of or from any entry in any such register book 
?r reg.Is.ter, or of any such memorial, he shall give notice 
m ",:nt~ng t~ the opposite party, his solicitor or agen.t, 
of. hIS mtentIOIi. to use such certified cop\" or extract m 
eVIdenc~ at such trial or hearing, and at'the same time 
shall delIver to him, his solicitor or agent, a copy ofthe copy 
or extr.act and of the certificate thereon, and on proof by 
affidaVIt .of the service or on admission of the receipt of 
such no.tIc~ c:nd cC?Py such certified copy or extract shall 
be recelveo In eVIdence at such trial or hearing if the 
Court shall be of opinion that such service has been made in 
sufficient time before such trial or hearina to have enabled 
the. opposite party. to inspect the origi~~l register book, 
regIster, or memonal, from which such certified copv or 
extract has been taken. " 

26. Any person who shall wilfully make or cause to be 
made fo~ the purp.ose of being inserted in any register 
under thIS .RegulatIOn any false statement touching any 
of the partIculars herein requireQ. to be known and regis­
~~red, :,ha11 be guilty of a misdemeanour and shall at the 

IscretlOn of the Court be liable to a fine not exceeding 

h
onedhlundred pounds or to be imprisoned with or without 

ar abour for t . ' , any erm not exceedmg one year. 

27· No erasure shall be made in any register book, or 
regIster; or certified copy or extract thereof or therefrom; 

. , 
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but, if any error shall occur, then a line of red ink shall be 
drawn. t~rough any w?rd improperly inserted so as to leave 
the ongI~al word leg~ble, and any word which may have 
been omItted shall eIther be interlined or written in the 
margin with red ink (and always when practicable by the 
same hand a~ the ::est of th~ same writing), and the H.egistrar 
shall s~bscnbe hIS name III the margin opposite to each 
correctIon. 

28. Any person who shall wilfully destroy or injure, or 
cause to be destroyed or injured, any register book, register, 
or registered memorial, 'or any part thereof, or shall counter­
feit. or cause to be counterfeiteC:. any part ot any such .book, 
regIster, or memorial, or any certified copy thereof, or 
extract therefrom, or shall wilfully insert or cause to be 
inserted in any such book, register, memorial, certified 
copy or extract of or from any such book, register, or 
memorial any false entry, or shall certify any writing to 
be a copy or extract of or from any such book, register, 
or memorial, knowing the same to be false in any part 
thereof, or shall counterfeit the seal of the Land Registry 
Office or the signature of the Registrar or Deputy Registrar, 
shall be guilty of felony, and shall be liable to be kept in 
penal servitude for any term not exceeding seven years, 
or to be imprisoned for any term not exceeding two years 
with or without hard labour. 

29. Every sum received by way of fee or penalty under 
or by virtue of this Regulation shall be paid into the 
Treasury in aid of the general revenue of the Protectorate 
by the person receiving the same. 

30.-(1) In respect of any matter or thing mentioned 
in the Second Schedule hereto the fee therein specified 
shall be paid therefor. 

(2) The High Commissioner may for any reason which 
he may deem expedient reduce the amount of any fee 
payable under this Regulation or remit the same altogether, 
or if such fee shall have been paid into the Tr~asury he may 
order its refund. 

31. The High Commissioner may from time to time 
make, alter, and revoke rules-

(1) for the government an~ guidance .of the Registrar 
and of all persons actmg under 111m; 

(2) adding to the forms given in the First Schedule 
hereto or altering any of the forms required to 
be used for the purpose of this Regulation; 

(3) altering the fees specified in the Second Schedule 
hereto or imposing fees in respect ?f any mc:tter 
done under or for any purpose of thIS RegulatIOn; 

(4) and generally for the ~ette! carrying of the pro-
visions of this RegulatIOn mto effect; . 

and may by any such rule attach a penalty not exceedmg 
five pounds to any breach thereof. . 

Such rules shall be published in the Western Pacific 
Hiah Commission Gazette and shall thereupon have the 
for~e of law as if they were part of this Regulation.
