“is an alien enemy or not, or whether any body cor-

“ porate is incorporated in enemy territory or not, a

“ certificate under the hand of the Consul shall be

“sufficient proof for all purposes that such person is
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“ an alien enemy or that such body corporate is incor-
“ porated in enemy territory, and it shall be incumbent
“upon the person alleging that such person is not an
« alien enemy or that such body corporate 1s not incor-
“ porated in enemy territory to prove the same.”
