L This Act may be cited as the Airporl Departure Tax Act, 1986. 

Con1111rncrmrn1 

2. This Act shall come into force on a date appointed by the Minister by 
notice in !he Gazette. 

A irpor/ dcpar111re tax 

3. Subject to this Act, any passenger embarking on an aircraft at any 
airport within Fiji for a destination outside Fiji shall pay a lax of $10. 

M('!liod of poymrllf 

4. The manner in which the lax imposed by section 3 is to be paid and · 
colleclccl, and forms and procedures appropric1te thereto .~hall be as 
prescribed. 

F.xemp1ivn 

5. The following passengers are exempt from the payment of the tax 
imposed by section 3, namely--

(aJ a Head or State; 
(b) transit passengers scheduled to depart within 12 hours of ai-ri.val 

from outside Fiji whether they leave the airport or not; 
(c) children under the age or 16 years; 
(d) aircraft crews travelling on duty, including positioning crews; 
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(e) passengers travelling in a state aircraft or an aircraft being u<sed 
for ceremonial purposes of the Government; 

{[) passengers travelling in an aircraft being used to caJ,:br~te 
navigational aids in Fiji; 

(g) passengers 1ravclling in an aircraft engaged in search and res- ue 
nights; 

(h} passengers within any prescribed class of exempt passengtrs. 

Emergencies 

6. \\!here an aircraft lands at an airpon within Fiji because of i:in 
emergency the tax imposed by section 3 is not payable in respect of the l.11er 
1.i:.::parture of a passenger arriving in that aircraft whether he leaves on the 
~;1me aircraft or riot or whether he leaves the airport or not. 

Penalry 

7. A passenger who knowingly fails to pay the tax imposed by this /\ct is 
t-·uilty of an offence and is liable to a fine not exceeding $20(1 ;ind 
iinprisonment for a 'period not exceeding 1 month. 

Rrg11la1io,u 

8. The Minister may make regulations, not inconsistent with this. Act, 
i•rescri bing ma I le rs~ 

(a) required or permitted by this Act to be prescribed; or 
(b) necessary or convenient to be prescribed for carrying out or 

giving effect lo this Act.
