N exercise of the powers vested in me as Prestdent of the Sovereign Demaocratic Republic of Fiji and
Commander-in-Chicf of Ihe Armed Forces. and acting in accordance with the advice of the Prime
Minister and the Cahinet, 1 hereby make the following [Decrec:

) TBA =~{1) Where any sum payahle by way of rales, under this AcL remains unpaid for a

--peried of at leas 30 days from the date whén such sum becomes valid and binding under any
provisions ol' this Act, and.a notice has been served upon the person from whom the rate is
recoverable in the manner provided in subscetion (4) warning him that such sum has become
due and payable, the Town Clerk shall by notice in writing in the form prescribed by the Minis-
ter a copy.of which shall be sent ta such person, require any person to deduct such sum as may
be spetified o the notice, not t.xcv..edmg the fate due and payable, or any instalment thereal,
from any amountofmoneys whiclvis or which may, atany time within 12 months from the date
of such notice, be payable or become payabie to the person from whom the rate is recoverable
and to pay|he sum so deducted to the Council within the time specified in such notice and the
sum so paid shall be lo the credit of the person from whom the rate is recoverable.

(2) Any amount eo deducted chall be deemed Lo have been deducted with the content of
the ratlepayer and no action shall lie against any employer or person merely by reason of (he
making of such deduction.

(3) The sum deducted from any amount pursuan| to a notice under the provisions of this
section shall be withow! prejudice 1o any other remedics against the ratepaver and recoverable
it the same manner in all respects as if it were rates payable by the ratepaycr.

{4) Any person receiving such notice of deduction as sforesaid who is unable 1o comply
therewith on account of the fact that the monics in question do not come into his possession
within the period specilied in such notice shall notify the Tawn Clerk within fourteen days of
the expiration of period acquainting him with the facis, or shail notify the Town Clerk within
fourtieen days if tlie ratepaycr leaves his employment during the currency of the erder,
