Short title and commencement
1.—(1)  This Order may be cited as the Commerce Commission (Control of Maritime 

Shipping Services, Freight Rates and Passenger Fares) Order 2016.

(2)  This Order comes into force on 1 January 2017.

Control of maritime shipping services, freight rates and passenger fares
2.—(1)  For the purpose of section 39 of the Act, the prices for the supply of all maritime 

shipping services, freight rates and passenger fares in Fiji are controlled.

(2)  The Commission shall fix, declare and monitor the prices for the supply of all 
maritime shipping services, freight rates and passenger fares in Fiji. 

(3) Pursuant to section 127(1) of the Act, an officer of the Commission may at all 
reasonable times enter any premises including ports, vessels or known place of business 
to obtain any information for the purposes of this Order.

Expiration of Order
3. This Order shall expire on 1 January 2020 unless the Order is extended or earlier 

revoked.

Commerce Commission (Rent Increase Restriction 
on Residential and Ground Rent) Order 2016

IN exercise of the powers conferred upon it by section 45 of the Commerce Commission 
Act 2010, the Fiji Commerce Commission with the approval of the Minister, hereby makes 
the following Order—
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Short title and commencement
1.—(1)  This Order may be cited as Commerce Commission (Rent Increase Restriction 

on Residential and Ground Rent) Order 2016.

(2)  This Order comes into force on 1 January 2017.  

Rent increase restriction on residential premises and ground rent
2.  Between the period of 1 January 2017 and 31 December 2017, a person must not 

charge rent in respect of the letting or continued letting of any premises under residential 
tenancy including ground rentals to which the Act applies which exceeds the rent applicable 
to those premises as at 31 December 2016.

Records
3.  Any person or class of persons (including the State) shall keep to the satisfaction of the 

Commission such letting agreements and receipts as are customary and proper in respect of 
the letting or continued letting of any premises under residential tenancy, including ground 
rentals to which the Act applies.
