(Exu-minalion Procedurcs)) Regulations, 1989.

Object

2.—(1) These regulations may he cited as the Marine (Certificates of Com-
pctcrlmy (Examination Procedures)) Regulations, 1989,

(2) They preseribe, in particular, the procedures to be lollowed in respect
of— : T _ . .
{a) entrytothe examination,including, in certain cases, the health require-

ments of candidates;

(h) conduct during the examination; and
(c) the marking of examinations.

Regulations to he read ax one
! 3.—({1) These Regulations are to be read as one with the Marine {Certificates of
. ‘Competency and Manning of Vessels) (General) Regutations, 1989, and the other
Regulations referred to in those Regulations.

- (2) Inparticular words and phrases defined in the Marine (Certificates of Com-
‘petency and Manning of Vessels) (General) Regulations, 1989 have the same mean-
‘ing when used in these Regulations.

Dates and other details af examination to he punlished

notices giving details of the dates, times and places when and where examinations
leading lo a qualification for a grade of certificate of competency are to be held.

Conduct of oral amd pracrical examimations
g—(1) A person conducting an oral or practical examination leading to a
qualification lor a centificate of compelency sh:nll give a candidaic who hhas been
admitied to the cxamination written natification ol the place. date and time ol
the examination.

{2) A person cr3|1dllc1it1g an oral or p_rnclicnl ex.'.unina‘!ion may, in addition 1o
asking questions in respect of the subjects contained in the syilabus for that
examination, ask—

{a) questions in respect of subjects contained in the syllabuses for any oral
or practical examination of a fower grade; and

(b) questions relating to any weakness in the candidale’s knowledge
revcaled by his answers to the written questions in that grade of
examinalion.

{3) A person conducling an oral or practical examination shall ask question
designed to reveal a candidate’s compelency in practical aspects of the relevant
duties of a holder of a certificate of competency.

a candidate fails in one cxamination of that series the Marine Board may allow the
candidate to sit that one examination.

(2) Where a candidale is permitied o resit an examination in accordance with
subregulation (1) the examination shall be resat within a period of 15 months start-
ing on the daie of commencement of the original series of examination.

(3) Where, in accordance with subregulation (1), a candidale is permitied to
resitone of a series of examination and passes thatexamination he shall be cdeemed
to have passed all the examinations in that series of examinations.

Re-exammation after foriure
13.—(1} Subjecttosubregulation (2),a person who fails an examination leading

toa qualification for a certificate of competency is entitled to be admitted to the next
available examination.

{2} Wherea person failsina subjectin Part B ofanexamination leading toacer-
tificate of competency as an enginecring officerand the Marine Board is of the opi-
nion that the failure arose from a serious deficiency in the candidate’s practical

knowledge he shall not be entitled 10 sit for re-examination in that subject without
the Marine Board's approval.

The leiter test

2—(1) The lctier test shall be conducted on Snellen’s principle by means of
shects of felters at a distanee of 6 metres from the candidale’s cyes.

(2} The sheels of letters referred 10 in subclawvse (1) shall cach contain 7 lines

with the 3rd, 4tlr, 5th 6th and 7th lines corresponding to standards 6/24.6/18,6/12, ¢/
9 and 6/6 respectively.

(3) Each of the candidate’s eyes shall be tested separately.

(4) A candidate who has opted to be tested withoul spectacles orcontact lenses
shall'be deemed to have passed the letier test if he reads down toand including line 7
correctly with his best eye and down to and including line 6 with the other eye.

(5) A candidate who has opted lo be tested wearing spectacles or contact lenses
shall be deemed to have passed the letter test if—
fa) being first tested not wearing speetacles or contact lenses . he reads
down to, and including, linc 5 correctly with his best eye. and down Lo,
and including, line 3 with the other eye, and
th) beingnexttested wearing speclacles orcontactlenses, he reads down to,
andincluding, line 7 correctly with his best eye.and down lo,and includ-
ing. line 6 with the other eye.

The lantern test

3—{1) The lantern test shall be held in a room from which all daylight has
heen excluded.

(2} A candidate shall be allowed 10 mimutes to adapt to the darkness in the
roont. .

(3) The lantern used for the test shall be designed to show the colours red, white

and green either singly i rough a large aperture or 2 at a tlime. side by side. through
small aperiures. |
