MARINE (MANNING OF VESSELS) REGULATIONS. 1989

IN exercise of the powers conferred upon me by sections 56,98,99, 143 and 212 of the
Marine Act, 1986, | have made the following Regulations— '

Short title

1. These regulations may be cited as the Marine (Manning of Vessels) Regu-
lations, 1989, :

Ohject

plement ol qualified seamen certain registercd vessels must have on board before
they proceed to sea are prescribed as required by subsection 98(1) of the Act.

(2) This ohject is obtained by the establishment of a Manning Commitice
which, having regard to certain stated criteria. makes recommendations to the
Marine Board for the safe manning requirements of each registered vessel.

RECALLING Anticle 16(i) of the Convention on the Inter-Governmentat

and property and for the protection of the marine invironment,

RECOGNIZING the importance of the requirements of the pertinent instru-
ments adopted by ILO, IMCQ, ITU and who for maritime salety and protection of
the marinc environmept and, in particular, the ILO Merchant Shipping (Minimum
Standards) Convention, 1976 (No. 147) and the International Convention on Stan-
dards of Training, Certificate and Watchkeeping for Searfarers, 1978,

BERNG AWARE that the ability of sealarers to maintain observance of these
requirements is dependant upon their continued efficiency through conditions
relating to training, hours of work and rest, occupational safety, health and hygiene
and the proper provision of food,

BELIEVING that international acceptance of broad principles as a framework

for administr‘a_tions to determine the safe manning of ships would matcrially
- enhance maritime safety,

HAVING CONSIDERED the recommendation made by the Maritime Safety
Commiittee at its forty-fourth session,
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I. URGES Member Governments to take the necessary steps to ensure that

1.2 Thes ideli : ic
i ["I:IIE. e Guidelines are applicable only to masters and to officers and ralings

1.3 In applving these Guidelines an Administration should bear in mind that
there should he a sufficient number of qualified personnel to mcet peak work-load
sitnations and conditions with duc repard 1o the number of hours of shiphoard
duties and rest periods that my be assigned to a seafarer.

1.4 An Administration may retatn or adeptarrangements which JifTer from the
provisions herein recommoended and which are especially adapted 1o echnicat
developments and to special types of ships and trades. However, atall times and
Administration should satisfyitse ! that the detailed manning arrangementsensuye
a degree a salety al least equivalent (o that established by these gurdelines.

2. Bridge Warchkeeping
Principle: Thecapability o maintaina safc navigational watel in accordance with
Regulation T/ of the 1978 STCW Convention and also to maintain
general surveillance of the ship.

2.1 In addition 1o navigational and collision avoidance duties. the officer in
charge of the navigational watch whao is in cffcctive control ol the ship should exer-
cise gencral surveillance over the ship and should take all passible precautions to
avoid polfution of the marine cnvironment. This surveillance will include, for
example, investigation of evidence of fire and unusual noises. sccurity of carzo.
general safety of crew members when warking in exposed focations. the pencral
walerlight integrity of the ship and action in the event of man overhoard.

2.2, The bridge watch should consist of at least one ofticer gqualified to tuke
charge of a navigational watch and at least one qualificd or experienced scaman
provided that:

4 the wateh complics with the requirements of Regulation 11/ of the 1978
STCW Convention. particulary paragraphs 4 and 9;

.2 whenan automatic pilotisuscd, the helmsman may be released forother
duties subject (0 the provisions of Regulation 19.

2.3 Where the bridge watch consists olone officer and one seaman, there shoukd
be the capability to provide further assistance at any time if the officer of the watch
requires additional help.

3. Mooring and Unmoaring
Principle: The capability lo moor and unmoor the ship effectively and safcly.

3.1 The number of persons required for mooring a ship varies from vervfew, in
respect of @ ship fitted with sophisticated mooring equipment, to a large number in
ships where it is necessary to manhandle ropes and wires,

3.2 Ateach end of the ship there should be sulficicnd persons o enable them to
accepl and effectivelygecure a tug and to send away, tension and sccure lines and
backsprings. Any necessary operations should be capable of being performed at
bow and stern simultaneously. All other moorings required are solely a lunction of
time and not of additional manpower,

4.1 Assessment should commence with an examination ol the ship's plans 10
identify the arcas where the watertight integrity of the ship is effected by means of
closing appliances.

4.2 The demands ol cach closing appliance or system ol clasing applinnces
should be evalualed in terms of the physical workload required lor irs operation

~during an emergency or with the onset ol heavy weather,

4.3 A damage control party composed of assigned pevsonnel with appropriaie
skitls should be available to respond to emergencies invalving damage or loss of
watertight integrity,

5. Safery Equipment. Mustering and Disenthark ation
Principle: The capahility to operate all an-board fire equipment and tife-saving
appliances, o carry out such maintcnance of 1his cquipment as is
required 1o be done at sea. and 10 mosier and discmbark passengers.
non-cssendial personnel and ather crew members,

5.1 Theapplication of this principle varies in accordance with the diversity and
range of equipment involved. The manpower requirement can be decided only by
considering their workload involved in a particular ship.

anization which will include the
allocation of personnel for fire partics. boat preparation partics and man overboard
emoergencics. A st ol dulies should be posted on boar . and (he crew exercised in
emergency drills in accordance with the require.nents of the 1974 SOLAS
convention.

5.2 Each ship shouvld have an emergency org:

5.3 In the casc of ships carrying a large number of passcngers in proporiion o
crew. the manpower required is usually dictated by emergency sitvations where
passengers need (o be mustered and disembarked inan orderly manner. This is de-
pendent upon the internal arrangement of the ship, the cquipment fitied. and the
maximum number of persons involved, The most demanding phase in regard to
AMARpower requirements is normally either the initial emergency phasc or the aban-
don ship phase. Both phases shoufd be ca refully considered,
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5.4-The master and all crew members have a duty (o assist in any emergency
affecting the ship or in rendering assistance to persons on other ships i dis-
lress.

6. Starionary or Near-stationary Ships

Principle: The capability to manage the saletv functions of the ship when emploved
ina stationary or near-stationary maode al sea.

6.1 At present such ships are mainly concerned with offshaore exploration ind
development activitics where by the naturcoftheiroperationsthey may carry a large
numher of specialized personnel with limited knowledge of the maritime enviren-
ment. Itis important that such ships cary a pucleus of adequately tiained marine
crew 1o instruct the specialized personnel in the use ol safety equipment and
evacuation procedures and to assist in the cvent of an emergency.

6.2 Support services for specialized personnel and their particular require-
ments showld be so arranged as to avoid making demands upon the marsine crew,
which are wnrelated 10 safety.

6.3 AN personnel carricd on Board should be organized and practised in the
actions to be taken in typical emergency situiations. Some of these emergency
situations will involve (heir specialisLac(ivities.

1. Engincering Watchkeeping

Principle: The capability o maintain a safe cnginecring watch at sea in aceordance
“with Regulation R/ of the 1978 SFCW Convention imd also to main-
ain peneral surveillince of spaces containing main propulsion and aus-
ilvary machinery,

7.1 Thedesignated chrty engineer officerisineffective charge ol the enginecring
walch and should exercise generl suncillance over the main propulsion machi-
nery, essential ship's cquipment and systems necessary for the safe operation ol the
ship’s main plant and auxiliary machinery. and avoidance of pollution or the
marnne cnvironment.,

7.2 The engincering walch shoold consist of not less than one duly qualificd
engineer officer and may include appropriate engine-room ragings: it should con-
form with the requircments of Regulation [T1/1 of the 1978 STCW Convention. In
designating the numbcer of personnel assigned lo engincering watches. account
should he-taken of the fellowing:
