KING’'S REGULATION

TO REGULATE AND CONTROL THE EXPORTATION
AND IMPORTATION OF GOODS.

Made by His Britannic Majesty’s High Commissioner for
the Western Pacific under the provisions of the Pacific
Order in Council, 1893.
