3.-(1) In the event of any form~r enemy alien who shall 
have been ordered to leave the Kmgdom as aforesaid not 
having done so within such time as s~all b.e spe~ified .in the 
order then and in every such case HIS Bntanmc MaJesty's 
Agent and Consul may in writing order t.he deportation from 
the Kingdom of such former enemy allen and any. former 
enemy alien with respect to whom such an order IS made 
shall be deported as soon as may be from the Kingdom at 
the cost of the General Revenue of the Kingdom if need be. 

(2) An Order for Dep,orta tion n:a y be in the form set 
out in Schedule B to thIS RegulatIOn. 

(3) The form of Warrant of Deportation set out in 
Schedule C to this Regulation may be used in proceedings 
under this section. 

4.-fl) The High Commissioner may if he thinks fit 
before ~aking an order under subsection one of section two 
of this Regulation refer the case for such inquiry as is 
specified in subsec~ion two of this section. 

(2) An inquiry under this section shall be held by a 
Committee constituted for the purpose by the High Com­
missioner presided Over by such person as the High Com­
missioner may appoint and shall be conducted in such 
manner as the High Commissioner may direct. Provided 
that any such inquiry may if the High Commissioner thinks 
fit instead of being held as' aforesaid be held by the Chief 
Justice of Tonga and the practice and procedure on' any 
inquiry so held shall be regulated by Rules of Court. A 
Committee appointed under this section shall have all such 
powers rights and privileges as are vested in the High 
Commissioner's Court on the occasion of any action in 
respect of the following rna tters-

(a) the enforcing the attendance of witnesses and 
examining them on oath affirmation or other-wise 
and the issue of a commission or a request to 
examine witnesses abroad; and 

(b) the compelling the production of documents; and 
(c) the punishing of persons guilty of contempt; 

and a summons signed by one or more members of the 
Committee may be substituted for and shall be equivalent 
to any for~al process capable of being issued in any action 
for enforcm~ the attendance of witnesses and compelling 
the productIon ,of documents.
