‘alien who is a subject or citizen of the German Empire
“ or any component state thereof, or of Austria, Hungary,
“ Bulgaria, or Turkey, or who, having at any time been
“ such subject or citizen, has not changed his allegiance as
“a result of the recognition of new states or territorial
‘re-arrangements, or been naturalised in any other
“ foreign state or in any British Possession in accordance
“with the laws thereof and when actually resident
“ therein, and does not retain according to the law of his
“ state of origin the nationality of that state.”
