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3. Section twenty-four.—The duration of any period of
quarantine imposed under this Regulation shall in no case exceed the
periods of observation permitted under the stlpulathns of t-h_e Paris
Sanitary Convention and in respect of cases not provided for in such
Convention the period of quarantine to be undergone shall be
governed by the Regulations in force 1n the Commonwealth of

Australia.
