2. All taxes, duties, fees, fines and wages which shall be payable Payments in British
within the limits of the British Solomon Islands Protectorate shall be ™
paid in coin of the United Kingdom.

8.—(1) Any person who shall pay, or make any agreement to pay, Penalty for payment
the wages of a labourer in articles of trade or in kind shall be liable 2! vages in trade or
on conviction to a penalty not exceeding forty shillings. .

(2) Every agreement so to pay wages shall be null and void.
