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KING'S REGULATION

TO PROHIBIT THE USE OF EXPLOSIVES FOR THE PUR-
POSE OF CATCHING OR DESTROYING FISH.

Made by His Britannic Majesty’s High Commissioner for the
Western Pacific under the provisions of the Pacific Order in
Council 1893.

In the name of His Majesty, GEORGE THE F1FTH, by the Grace of
God of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland
and of the British Dominions beyond the Seas King, Defender
of the Faith, Emperor of India.

[11th September, 1922.]

1. This Regulation may be cited for all purposes as the Solomons
Fisheries (Explosives) Regulation 1922.

2. In the construction of this Regulation the term ‘‘ explosives
shall have the same meaning as in the Solomons (Explosives) Regu-
lation 1912.

3. Any person who uses explosives for the purpose of catching
or destroying fish within the limits of the Protectorate shall be
liable on conviction by the Court either to a fine not exceeding
twenty-five pounds or in the discretion of the Court to be im-
prisoned with hard labour for any term not exceeding six months.

4. The Solomons Fisheries (Explosives) Regulation 1918 is
hereby repealed.
