Solomons Licence (Amendment) Regulation 1920. 
2. Section four of the Solomons Licence Regulation AMENDMENT OF 

1916 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Regulation) ~~~T~~~T:OO: 6 

is hereby repealed and the following section is substituted 1916. 

therefor and shall be construed and have effect as if it 
had been contained in the principal Regulation at the 
date of its publication:-

"4.-(1) The Treasurer may subject to the approval 
" of the Resident Commissioner issue any of the licences 
"specified in the schedule hereto and may appoint 
" licensing officers and assign districts to s~ch officers. 
" Every such officer so appointed may subject to t~e 
" directions of the Treasurer issue any of the aforesaId 
" licences. 

" (2) The Resident Commission~r sh~ll ha.ve power 
" to refuse to grant or renew any lIcences subject to an 
" appeal to the High Commissioner."
