8 Section 3. Section 5 of Public Law No. 7-96 is hereby arrerrled 

9 to read as follows: 
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"Section 6. All funjs appropriated by this act shall be 

allotted, managed, administered, arrl accounted for in 

a=rdance with applicable law, including, rut not limited 

to, the Financial Managezrent Act of 1979. '!he allottee of 

the funjs appropriated urxier subsections (1) arrl (2) of 

section 1 of this act shall be the respective school board 

of each institution; the allottee of the funjs appropriated 

urxier subsection (4) of section 1 of this act shall be the 

Southern Nanvneas Developnent Authority; the allottee of 

the funjs appropriated urxier subsection (5) of section 1 of 

this act shall be the President of the Federated states of 

Micronesia or the President's designee; arrl the allottee of 

the remaining subsections of section 1 shall be the 

Governor of Chuuk state. '!he President or the President's 

designee shall be the allottee of the funjs appropriated 

urxier sections 2 arrl 4 of this act. '!he allottee of the 
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funds appropriated un1er suJ::sections (1) and (3) of section 

3 of this act shall be the GoVen1Or of Pohnpei state or his 

designee. 'Ibe allottee of the fun1s appropriated un1er 

suJ::sections (2) and (4) of section 3 of this act shall be 

the Pohnpei Community Action Agercy. 'Ibe allottee of the 

fun1s appropriated un1er section 5 of this act shall be the 

Lc:Iwer Mortlcx::ks Developnent Authority. 'Ibe allottees shall 

be responsible for ensuring that these fun1s, or so much 

thereof as may be necessary, are used solely for the 

purpose specified in this act, and that no obligations 

are incurred in excess of the stnn appropriated. 'Ibe 

authority of the allottees to obligate fun1s appropriated 

by this act shall lapse as of September 30, 1994." 

14 Section 4. Section 6 of Public law No. 7-96 is hereby remnnbered 

15 as section 7. 

16 Section 5. 'Ibis act shall becane law upon approval by the 

17 President of the Federated states of Mi=onesia = upon its becoming 

18 law without such approval.
