AN ACT

To amend title 50 of the Code of the Federated States of Hicromesia by
adding s new chapter 2 for the purpose of authorizing the President to
issue passports, and for other purposes.
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BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONCRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA:

Section 1. Title 50 of the Code of the Federated States of Miero-
nesia is hereby amended by adding a new sectiom 201 of chapter 2 to
read as follows:

"Sectiom 201. Paseport issuance suthority. The Presideat
or his designee may grant, issue, renew, verify, or revoke
passports for and on behalf of the Federated States of
Micronesia.”

Section 2. Title 50 of the Code of the Federated States of Miero-
nesia is hereby amended by adding a new section 202 of chapter 2 to
read as follows:

"Section 202. Persems eatitled to passports. No passport
shall be gramted to any person other thsn a citizea of the
Federated States of Micromesia.”

Section 3. Title 50 of the Code of the Federated States of Micre-
nesia is hereby amended by adding a new section 203 of chapter I to
read ss follows:

"Section 203. Applicstions; Verification; and denial. 4n
application for a passpert shall be wmade in such form and
with such information as may be required by the President or
his designee. The application and its conteats shall be sworm
te by the applicant. The givieg of any false or misleadiag
informstion in the applicatiom may be grounds for demial of
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Section 4,

the passport.”

Title 50 of the Code of the Federated States of Micronesia

is hereby amended by adding a new section 204 of chapter 21 to read as

follows:

Section 5.

A passpert shall be valid
for a period of 5 years from the date of issuence or renewal."”

Title 50 of the Code of the Federated States of Micromesia

is hereby smended by adding a new section 206 of chapter 2 to read as

follows:

"Section 206. Regulations. The President of the Federated
States of Micromesia is hereby authorized to promulgate
regulations consisteatly with this act to effectuate the intent

and purpose thereof.”
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1 Section 7. This act shall become law upon approval by the

2 President of the Federated States of Micronesia or upon its becoming
3 law without such approval, and shall take effect upon the effective
4 date of the Compact of Free Association.
