10 PART t· PRELIMINARY 

11 Section 30 I. Short title. 

12 This Chapter may be cited as the Marshall Islands Public School System Act, 20 B. 

13 Section 302. Interpretation. 

14 As used in this Chapter, tmless the context otherwise requires, the following words shall 

15 have these meanings: 

15 Ca) "agent(s)" means a body created by law or by contract having the fiduciary 

17 relationship with the Ministry of Education; 

18 (b) "Board" or "National Board" means the NatiOnal Board of Education established 

19 under Section 306, Division 2 of this Chapter; 

20 (e) "Commissioner \If .Edueati()n" or "C()mmi~si()l1er" means the Commissioner 

21 responsible for the (lvel'all administration of the Public School system of Education pursuant to 

22 Section:; I 2; 

23 (d) "Government agencies" means any executive department, .independent commission, 

24 board, bureau, office, or other establishment of the Government of the Republic of the Marshall 

25 lslands, or any quasi·public institution which is supported ill whole or ill part by national funds; 

26 (e) "fund" means fund established under Section 338; 
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1 (I) "Local Board" means u Local Board of Education established under Section 310 0 f 

2 this Chapter; 

3 (g) "Minister" means the Minister responsible for Ministry of Education; 

4 (h) "NonpLiblic schoo1" nwans: 

5 (a) a religiously or community group- supported school, under college grade, 

6 whether or not .it receives or has received financial assistance from thcGovcrnment io 

7 accordance with Alticle II, Section 1 (3) oflbe Consfitutiol1~ or 

8 (b) any other school, under college grade, which oormally charges tuition or other 

9 fee for attendance; 

10 (i) "Primary school" or '~l'rimary education" means Kindergarten through grade 8-

11 CD "Public school" metU1Sa school, ullder college grade, which derives its support, 

12 entirely or in part, from public fands; provided that "public school" does not include a school 

13 specified under Subsection 302(b) offhis Section, whether ot' !lot such school derives its support 

14 from public funds. 

15 (Ie) "Public school system" or "I'SS"tneans the public education scboolsystem which 

16 shall serve as a Deparl1nent of Education for elementary and secondary school programs. 

17 (I) "School property" ll1C!lI1$ property of the Public School System tUld includes without 

18 limitation textbO()ks and educational supplies, equipment. fi.1TnllUre tUld t00.18. 

19 (m) "Secondary schocH" or "secondary education" means Grades 9 through 12. 

20 (n) "Commissioner" means the Coml11issiOl1cr of Education. 

21 (0) "Special education" means instruction, progrtUllS or related services specifically 

22 desig(lcd or provided to assist children with disabilities in responding to or promoting equal 

23 educational pmgrams and opportunities for all children. 

2 
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1 (p) "Ministry of Education" means the ministry responsible for all formal educaticm 

2 program and agencies serving pre-school age children to college level YQuth ,md .adults. 

:I including fonnal education, infonnal ecillGation. and TVET programs. 

4 

5 Se~'tion 303. Application of Article VII of the ConstitlJtion 

6 Pursuant to Section (1)(3) and Section (9)(2) of Article vn of the Constitution of the 

7 Marshall Islands. the Public Service Commission does not apply in relation to the Public School 

8 System. 

9 

10 Scetion304. Public School System Established 

11 There is herehy estahlished, a Public School System ("PSS") within the Ministry of 

12 Education, which shall be the autonomous body responsible for the administration of public 

13 primary and secondary programs in the Republic. The public schoo] system shall be governed by 

14 a board to be known as the Nationa.l Board of Education.

PART 2 - GOVERNING BODIES OF PUBLIC SCHOOL SVSTEM 

Division 1. ll!/inister of Education 

18 Section 305. Powers ofthe Minister. 

19 The Minister shall be a member oflhe National Board and shall have the power to:

~ (1) There is hereby established a National Board of Edllcalion hereinafter ("the Board"), 

10 eonsistittg of five members, appointed by the Cabinet Ii-om five (5) main geographical districts in 

11 the Republic which are as foiIows: one from the southern district, one from the central district, 

12 ()ne from the nOI:them district, one from the. eastern district, and one from the weste.m district of 

13 the MarshaU Islands, the Miuistet for Education, and three (3) other mcmbers, who shaH b<.l 

14 appointed by the Minister as follows: 

15 (a) one teacher to represent the interests of the teachers; 

16 (b) oile l'epresent It nov,-public schools; and

17 appointed by Cabinet shall serve for II term of four (4) years. 

18 (2) Any vacancy on the Board caused by death. resignation. or removal of an appointed 

19 member shall be filled in the same manner as the original appoilltment to serve the unexpired 

20 term ofthat vacancy. 

21 Section 308. Meetings; procedures oftbc Board 

22 (I) Meering of the Board shall be held once every three (3) months. A special meeting 

23 shall be called by the Chairman or by majority ofthe Board members when matters atise.

2 within its local jurisdiction in accordance with rules promulgated by the Board ofEduc!\tiou for 

3 their establishment, composition. and prm;edul'cs. The National Board shall retain .fiscal oversight 

4 over the Local Board. 

5 (2} To assume responsibilities to administer local pubI1c schools wi.thln its local 

6 jurisdiction pursuant to subsectiQu (1) of th.is Section. and of Section 311, the National Board 

7 shall ensure that a Local Government is ready to undertake sucb .l:esponsibilities. and provided

17 of primary school certification granted by the. Board. inclljdiug, but not I imited to, business and 

1S personnel1)lanagemenl. facilities and property maintenance, budgeting and accounting of funds 

19 allocated ~y Board with the educational standards set forth in this Act and regulations 

20 promulgat~d under this Act; 

21 (2) make provisions for school-based management of schools within that local 

22 government jurisdiction, including involvement of the school conununity in the educational

3 (3) establish and support school or community-based advist)ry committees ()n education

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4 (I) The Commissioner of Education shall be responsible lor the overall administration 

5 and implementation of puhlic elementary and secondary educational programs in the Republic. 

6 In the discharge of these functions, the Commissioner shall be responsible fill' the fiJliowing:

8 (b) the recruitment, promotion and removal of teachers and staff in accordance 

9 with rules, regulations and PQlicics promulgated ptlfsuant to this Act;

19 (2) Instruction in the .Marshallese language, custom culture and history shall be 

20 compulsory, and shall he pwvided at all preschool level schools, elementary leveJ schools, 

21 secondary levels schools, Instructions shall Include assessment of student needs, selection of 

22 appropriate learning activities, methodologies and mat\:rials and evaluation of the student's 

23 attainment of objectives, The curriculum shall permit continuous progress along sequential lines

9 (5) The Board or through its agent shall provide training lor teachers on Marshallese 

10 Studies;

12 Section 316. Tex.tbool(s and Materillk 

13 The Board shall establish a textbook C0l11mittee to review and evaluate textbooks and 

14 mtttcdais before purchase in order to determine their suitability as may be consistent with 

15 economy and desirable within any curricuhlm differences in the schools of the Republic. 

16 

17 Division 1- .ScllOO/ Year mul Attendance 

18 Section J 17. School Year 

19 The school year shall consist of no less than ol1e hundred eighty five (185) days of school 

20 

21 pursnant to the promulgation of regUlation under Section 346 a.nd in consult,,(ion with the 

22 schools. Each of the schools in the Republic may. with the "pproval of the Board establish 

13 
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1 beginning and ending dates of the school year in accordance with local needs and customs, Such 

2 dates need .nol be uniform thwughout the Republic. 

3 

4 Section 318. Compulsory Enrolment and Attendance 

5 (1) A child who attains the age of five (5) years OI} or prior to the commencement date of 

6 any school year shall be eligible to enroll in, and commence e'lemental'Y level education in any 

7 school in the Republic. 'l11ecnmlment and attendance of a child under this Subsection shall be 

8 compulsory, and the onus is placed on the parent(s) or guardlan(s) to ensure that such child is 

9 enrolled in, and regularly attends school. 

10 (2) A child who has successfully completcd elementary level education shall be eligible 

11 to enroll in secondary lcveJeducation in any school ill tbe Republic, 

12 

13 Section J 19. School Attendance Area 

14 All students shall be required to attend the public school located in the area in. which they 

15 reside, or any nonpublic school whether or not it is located ill the attendance area in which they 

16 reside. Attendance at a public schoolill 1!nother school attendancc area may be granted at the 

17 discretioo of the Commissioner, Attendance of a secondary school at a different puhlic high 

18 school than the ono serving the student's attendance area shall require prior written approval of 

19 the Commissioner or the COlUlll.issioner's designee. 

20 

21 Section 320,Parem's Or Gmll'dian's .Rcsponsihility for Child's Attelldllnce. 

22 (1) It shall be the responsibility of a parent, guardian or any other person having custody 

23 of a child of 5 to 18 years to ensure thal a child under his or her custody, care or guardianship 

14 
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1 enrolls in, and attends public elementary or secondary level school upon attaining eligibility 

2 during any given school. year. 

3 (2) The parent, guardian. ot per~;on; having custody of a child who is eligible to atiend 

4 elenlentary or secondary level education; 

5 (a) but the child is, without good cause or reasonable explanation. not attending 

6 any elementary or secondary level schools in the Repuhlic; or 

1 (b) if enrolled in a school, the child does not attend school regularly, or 

8 (c) the child Is found delinquent under the Juvenile Procedure Act and placed on 

9 probation, may be subject to penalties provided under Juvenile Delinquency Actor penalties 

10 under any regulations established by the Board. 

12 Division 3 • Studellt Progress alld CQnduct 

13 Section 321. Student Assessment lmd Progress 

14 The Board shall make provisions for assessing and repOIting the progress of eac.h student 

15 At the end of each schoo] year, students making nonnal progress shall be promoted to the 

16 succeeding grade or graduated, as appropriate. Promotion shall be based on the student's 

17 academic perfo(tnance and other appropriate measures. No student shall remain in the same 

18 grade more than two years. 

19 

20 Section 322. Secondary Education 

21 A public high school entrance examination shall be administered to all eighth-grade 

22 students as a means of determining placemeut in publlchigh school. Such secondary education,

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1 consisting of Grades 9 through 12, shall be provided to students who quality- for admission to 

:I. high school and who continue to meetPublic School System and school standard~_ 

3 

4 Section 323, Student Conduct 

5 The Board shall establish rules for dealing with breaches of "ppropriate student conduct, 

6 shall distribute snch nIles to students and parents, and shall act promptly and in "ccordancc with 

7 the rules When bre"chcs ofeonduc! arise, 

8 

9 Section 324. Teacher Conduct 

10 (I) TIle Board shall establish rules or regnlations for dealing with breaches. of appropriate 

11 teachers' Cond~lct inclnding disciplinary measures and appeal processes. 

12 (2.) The Board shall distribute slIch mles or reguJationslo students and parents, and shall 

13 act promptly and in accordance with the rules when breaches of conduct arise. 

14 (3) Corporal Punishrnentis prohibited in the public school system, 

15 

16 Division 4· Stadent Healtlt and Supplementary Services 

17 Section 325, Student Health and Safety 

18 (1) The Public School System shall promote the physical, menta!, social and emotional 

19 well -being of students by providing instruction in positive health habits and attitudes. essenti,,! 

20 health services and a healthy school environment with adequate water and sanitation facilities, 

21 (2) The Public School System. in cooperation v'Iith the Ministry of Health shall enforce 

22 Ministry of Heal til regulations regarding physical examinations, immunization and 

23 communicable diseases, Any student or teacher contracting a communicable disease may be 

16 
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1 excluded from school until a physician celtifics that the student or tcacher may return to school. 

2 For the purposes of tills section "communicabJe disease" has the same meaning and 

3 categoriz41ion under the Communicable Disease Prevention and Control .Act, (7 MIRC 2). 

4 

5 Section 326. Schuul Transpurtatiun 

6 The Publie School System may pr.ovide sUitable transportation to and from school for 

7 Special Education, preschool, elementary and secondary students as resources pennit. The Public 

8 School System sball adopt rules as it deems necessary to provide such transportation,. In 

9 deVeloping sl1ch rules, the Public School System shall consider the school attendance areCl in 

10 which a child normally resides; the distance the child lives from the school; the availability of 

11 public carriers of other means of transportation; the frequency, regularity and availability of 

12 public transportation; the grade level, physically disabled or speciallearnihg disability of a child: 

13 any such other conditions or circumstances uniqnc to an area, island, atoll or community, 

14 

15 Section 327. School Property 

16 The Board shall adopt policies tor proper management,acquisition and control of property and 

17 facilities. including grounds. equipment and vehicles. 

18 

19 Section 328. Residence Assistance 

20 Secondary students attcndillg BehM] under such circumstances that transportation Cll11f\ot 

Z1 be provided on a daily basis may be provided !'esidence assistance by the Public School System. 

22 

23 Section 329. Nutrition 
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1 The Public School System shall promote good nutrition in each of the schools of the 

2 Republic. The Commissioner shall appoint trained and experienced nutrition wOl'kers, who shall 

3 be members of the public service, to carryon nutrition work in the schools under such rcles and 

4 regulations as the BOardshail make from tilne to time. 

5 

6 Section 330. School Melli Progrllm 

7 (1) The CO\nmisgioner through the Board may assist any .community in establishing a 

8 school meal program under such .rules and regulations as the Bqard m<\y prumulgate.
