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1. The Court has heard the parties on the issue of whether to proceed with the hearing of 
the stay application a nd is a ware of the urgency involved. 

2. One applicant has the emotional distress of being separated from his family and the 
other applicant is hoping 1o be able to accompany the Nauru national sporting 
contingent to the Pacific Games in Port Moresby. However the Court is also aware 
that there are important legal issues to be determined that require considered 
reflection. 



3. For that reason, the Court must err on the side of caution and defer consideration of 
both the stay and the substantive appeal to the week beginning 6 July 2015. 

4. The matters are set down for hearing on Wednesday 8 July 2015 at 2pm.
