INCOME FROM NAURUAN HOUSING
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AN ACT
(No. 3 cf 1998)

To make interim provision for the withdrawal and expenditure of monevs form the
Treasury Fund and the Nauru Housing Fund in payment for goods and services obtained
or ordered for the Republic during the first quarter of the financial vear ending on the
thirtieth dav of September. one thousand nine hundred and ninety eight,

Be it enacted by the Parliament of Nauru as follow:

1. SHORT TITLE
This act may be cited as the Supply Act 199S.
2. COMMENCEMENT AND EXPIRY

This Act shall come into force on the first dav of Julv. one thousand nine hundred and
ninety eight and shall cease to have effect on the first dav of October, one thousand nine
hundred and ninetv eight or upon the coming into operation of the appropriation law in
respect of the financial vear ending on the thirtieth dav of June. one thousand nine
hundred and ninety nine whichever is earlier.

3. WITHDRAWAL OF MONEYS FROM THE TREASURY FUND

The amount of S 14, 927,800 may be withdrawn from the Treasury Fund and expended as
authorised in the schedule to this act, in payment for goods and services obtained or
ordered for the Republic until this act shall cease to have effect in accordance with
section 2.



4. NAURU HOUSING FUND

Where moneys are withdrawn from the Treasury Fund and expended as authorised in

the schedule to this act for the erection, maintenance and repair of Nauruan housing,
the Treasury Fund shall be reimbursed from the Nauru Housing Fund to the extent of
that expenditure and the Nauru Housing Fund is hereby charged accordingly.

5. INCOME FROM NAURUAN HOUSING

All deposits, purchase moneys, rentals, interest and other moneyé or repairs on
Nauruan housing provided in accordance with the expenditure authorised by section 4

or the disposal of any asset in connection therewith, shall be paid to the Nauru Housing
Fund
