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In exercise of the powers conferred upon me by section 74 of the
Courts Act 1972, I hereby make the following rules—

SHORT TITLE .
1. These Rules may be cited as the Commissioners, fo_r Oaths Rules 1973.

INTERPRETATION
2. In these Rules “the Act” means the Courts Act 1972,

3. (1) Application for appointment under section 72 of the Act to be a8 Commissioner
for Oaths shall be made to the Registrar in writing in the form set out.in the First Schedule-
to these Rules. It shall be accompanied by an affidavit sworn by a Commissioner for Oaths
or by a person who is authorised by the law of the country where the applicant resides to
administer oaths for the purposes of proceedings in the courts of that country {o. tl;ccﬁ‘ect that
he is well acquainted with the applicant and.that-he knows him to bea person of i mtcgnty
and in all respects a fit and proper person to execute the office of Commissioner for Oaths.

(2) The provisions of section 73 of the Act shall apply to the swearing of affidavits
outside Nauru for the purposes of the preceding paragraph, as though it were an affidavit
required for the purpose of proceedings in the Supreme Court.

(3) Where the applicant resides in a country which is a federation of states,
provinces or territories, the expression “‘country” in paragraph (1) is to be taken as referring
to the state, province or territory in which he resides.

FEE PAYABLE ON APPLICATION

4. (1) Subject to the next following paragraph, a fee of twenty dollars shall be payable
to the Registrar upon application for appointment to be a Commissioner for Oaths. If the
applicant is not appointed the Registrar shall return the fee to him. If he is appointed, the
Registrar shall pay it into the Treasury Fund as revenue.

(2) No fee shall be payable by any officer of the Department of Justice required
to apply for appointment for the purposes of his duties.
