(2) For the purpose of Section 9(1)(f) of the Act, the goods and services
submitted for trademark registration shall be classified using the Nice
Classification established by the Nice Agreement (1957).

3) For the purpose of subregulation (2), ‘Nice Agreement (1957)’ means the
Nice Agreement concerning the International Classification of Goods and
Services for the purposes of the Registration of Marks (1957).

(4)  For the purposes of Section 35 of the Act, the prescribed annual fee for
maintaining a trademark is set out in Schedule 3.".
