8USINESS OF GOVERNMENT 

The portfolios of the President, 
External Affairs, Internal Affairs, 
Justice and the Public Service, in 
relation to the business of 
Government to be undertaken in Nauru 
by the said Minister. 

The assignment of the business of the Government of Nauru as set 
out above is in addition to and not in substitution far the 
business of ~he Government of Nauru already assigned to the said 
Minister .. 

The above assignments of responsibility of the Government of Nauru 
shall be effective during the absence from the Republic of His 
Excellency President Hammer OeRoburt, O.B.E~, H~P., and myself the 
said Buraro Detudamo and shall cease to be effective upon the 
return to Nauru of the first of us to return.
