.ight inch.. long and gaping to four lncbte wide, a .. d tMn ... 
• xtruslon and loe. of bone. 

The plaintiff rtgalntd conlciousnesl on the road in tiM to 
be abl. to obserw and appnolate the appannt extent of the injUl'y. 
She luffered no pain, however, untll journeying to and in holpital, 
when th. suffered the kind of pain IIICI ellie_on Inhennt In the .

It is .aid th.t this ,,111 pnelude her 
fro_ taking an active part 1n sporta nqulrlng _lklng or zunnlng and 
that activities such as entering tr_ and negotlating .tops and ~h 
g.round will be Ilare difficult thin ..,..1. 

In addition, osteo-al'thrltic cbangn IIhlcb w1U lntroduce the 
factor of paln ln any use of thI leg of a s.tantia1 natUl'8 w11l 
develop after a few yean.

It 1& said that it is probable that she would 1'&1'- teacblng early 
in 1962 and that her nsUllP1:ion both al a conespondenee teacher and 
at an overtima class-teacher will be delayed. Mr. Kilduff argued that 
the plaintiff would nat make a auceeasful mum to YtOrk for .cae two 
or tbrn yean, but ln rrry opinion, thl. 11 unduly peSSWlttc, and 
cannot be IUpported by the evidence. For purpoe .. of thls aspect of 
bel' dllllllges, I flnd that ln all probability "I' zea\IIPtlon as a 
correspondence teacher will be delayed until 12th August 1962 and 
that .he will not resUM elall-teachlng.

Mr. Wh1 te h;lS reminded me that the plaint! ff appears to be a 
womlln of character who may be expected to cope well with her 
difficulties. While thls is probably true. the platntiff appears to 
be the type who would have endeavoured to get the JIIOst out of life. 
using her mental and physical capacltie. to their limitl. and. In her 
ca.e, the dl fference between her probable full 11f •• but for the 
injury and her 11fe nltrlcted by the InjulY. 11 11kely to be III8l'ked. 

I must remember that Q perfect coaptnaatlon 11 not poslible and 
should not be atteillptedl that all 11fe 11 subject to hazarde which 
aay result 1n unexpected disaster •• that co~nsat1on 1s to be awarded 
now, once and for all. and that in tb1& case. paynent of damages at 
this stage represents, in relation to SOM aspects of this .ssesament. 
present payment for future illi. Neverthel .... there _t be a full 
compensation in the sense that the award .u.t lepre.ent a reasonable 
estimate of f~ture money 10lse. and a reasonable reca.penae 1n 
respect of past and future paln. Inconvenience and re.trlctione of 
llfe and other losses.
