5. The Treasmer may issue out of the Loan and Grant 
Funds of the Territory towards the Service of the year ending 
the thirtieth day of June One thoi1sand nine hunched and 
twenty-two the sums mentioned in the Third Schedule 
hereto for the purposes specified therein.
