AN ORDINANCE

To Amend the “ Papuan Antiquities Ordinance, 1913.”

E it ordained by the Legislative Council for the Terri-

tory of Papua, in pursuance of the powers conferred
by the Papua Act, 1905-1934, as follows :—

1. (1) This Ordinance may be cited as the Papuan Short title and
Antrquities Ordinance, 1939.

(2) The Papuan Antiquities Ordinance, 1913, is in
this Ordinance referred to as the Principal Ordinance.

(3) The Principal Ordinance as amended by this
Ordinance may be cited as the Papuan Antiquities Ordin-
ance, 1913-1939.
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Papuan Antiquities Ordinance, 1939.

2. Section Two of the Principal Ordinance is
amended by inserting therein immediately after the defi-
nition “ Commissioner”’ the following new definition :—

“Objects of antiquity” mean any archaeo-
~ logical treasures of the Territory not being Papuan
Antiquities ;

3. The Principal Ordinance is further amended by
inserting therein immediately after Section Four the
following new section :—

“4a. The Lieutenant-Governor in Council
may make regulations for the preservation and
acquisition of objects of antiquity.”
