WHEREAS there has been expended for the Service P.reamble. 

of the the year from the first clay ·of July, orie 
thousand nine hundred and sixteen; to the thirtieth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen, the sum 
of Three Thousand One Hundred and Seven Pounds and 
Three Pence for certain necessary Se1;vices in excess of 
the sums l:Luthorised by the Appropriation Ordinmice, 
HH6-1917, and the Supplemf'ntary Appropriation Ordinances, 
1916-1917, Nos. 1 and 2, to be expended for the said 
Services, 'vvhich additional Expenditure was not foreseen at .
