WHEREAS there has been expended for the Service Preamble. 

of the year from the first clay of July, one 
thousand nine hundred and sixteen, to the thirtieth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen, the sum of 
Forty-two Pounds for certain necessary Services in excess of 
the sums authorised by the Appropriation Ord£nance, 
1916-1917, and the Supple'l1untary Appropriation .Ordinances, 
1916-1917, Nos. 1, 2 and 3 to be expended for the said 
Services, which additional Expenditure was not foreseen at 
the time of the passing of the said Ordinances : ·And whereas 
it is desirable and necessary that such Expenditure should 
be sanctioned by a further Appropriation : Be it therefore 
enacted by the Lieutenant-Governor of the Territory of 
Papua, with the advice and consent of the Legislative 
Council thereof, as follows:-
