BE it ordained by the Administrator of the Government of the

Commonwealth of Australia, with the advice of the Federal
Executive Council, in pursuance of the powers conferred by the
Papua and New Guinea Act 1949-1950, as follows :—

Short title- 1. This Ordinance may be cited as the Administr m‘wg Districts
Ordinance 1951.(1)

Commencement. 2. This Ordinance shall come into operation on a date to be
fixed by the Administrator by notice(V) in the Gazette.

Repeal. 3. The Administrative Districts Ordinance 192212 of the
Territory of New Guinea is repealed.
