WHEREAS by the Quarantine Ordinance, 1913-1922, it is amongst

WHEREAS by an Ordinance (No. 6 of 1913) intituled the Quaran­
tine Ordinance, 1913, it is amongst other things enacted that the 
Lieutenant-Governor may by proclamation fix the position of the 
quarantine line for any port: Now, therefore, I,' the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor aforesaid, by and with the consent of the Executive Council, and 
III pursuance of the powers vested in me by the said Ordinance, do 
hereby proclai~ and declare that the position of the line as described 
in the Schedule hereto shall be the position of the quarantine line 
for Port Moresby within the mea~ing of Section 25 of the said 
Ordinance, inside of which line vessels shall not enter until granted 
pratique. 

Given under my Hand and the Seal of the said Territory this 
eleventh day of December, in the year of Our I~ord one 
thousand nine hundred and thirteen, and in the' fourth 
year of His Majesty's reign.
