1. CITATION.' 

This Order may be cited as Prices Order No. 226. 
2. DEFINITIONS. 

In this Order-
"beer" means ale, lager, porter, stout and any other description.of beer which is manufactured in Papua New 

Guinea and sold as a description of beer ,in packages of 24, 12 and 6; 
"chilled" in relation to beer, means at a temperature of six degrees celsius ( 43 degrees fahrenheit) or less; 
"retail" means for the purpose of consumption or use; . 
"cost into store" in relation to beer, means the cost of that beer obtained by adding the following amounts:­

(a) the original purchase price paid or payable to the manufacturer or a wholesaler; and 
(b) freight (by sea or air), transport (by roa4) wharfage and handling and insurance charges actually 

incurred from the manufacturer's or wholesaler's place of business to the original purchaser's store. 
3. APPLICATION. 

This Order is subject to Prices Order No. 224. 
4. RETAIL SALES OF BEER. 

Subject to this Order, where a person has bought beer from a manufacturer or a wholesaler, the maximum price 
at which he may sell that beer by retail is:-

(a) in the case of beer that is not chilled-the "cost into store" plus twelve and one-half per centum ( 12!%) 
of that cost; . . 

(b) in the case of chilled beer-the amount calculated in accordance with- Section· 4(a) ofthis Order plus 
' 20 toea for packages of 24, 10 toea for packages of 12, and 5 toea for packages of 6. ; ,.· ' 

5. EFFECT OF RETAIL SALES TAX. 
Where beer sold at any locality is subject to retail sales tax lawfully imposed in respect of the Province in which 

that locality is situated, the maximum price per carton at which beer may be sold by retail at that locality is the relevant 
price referred to in Section 3 of this Order plus the amount of provincial retail tax per carton. 
6. DISPLAY OF PRICES. 

A perso~ or organisation w~o has in his custody or under his control any beer for sale by retail, or who offers, 
exhiDits or exposes any of that beer for 'sale by retail, shall display a ticket, label, placard bt notice attached to or 
exhibited or displayed with the· beer setting forth in a prominent position in clear and legible figures easily ·discern~ 
ible to any person inspecting such beer, the price at which the beer concerned may be bought. .
