Mr. Sadeaa ~ole when he made statements he said that Ar~ana once he 
faced Hanite. that llanit.e did not owns Ulo-one land. The Looal Oourt 
again found out that James Uihunu, is the Ohief ot Hanitee he against 
hi. and witnessed against him James Uihunu when made statement he 
approved the payment l'imothy George made to 11r. Bell to .Mrs 1-'001 
was true. H:~isno also witness to Hedley said that the payment was 
true. Hedley claim Ulo-one land becaus(: the school committee paid. to 
bim i20.00 which Hauitee did not ask it from him until today, i.n 
which Looal Court really proved.

The both 
partie. had agreed with the defendant boundary. between Hanitee's 
own land. The plaintiff mentioned that his principal tambu place 
and old s*ttleillenta with those SUE trees, but there WaS DO, principal 
tambu place neither any old s*ttlement or SUE treea. ·~h. pieoe ot 
land Ulo'one which both sides are disputes, is about 2 aores and 
it is mainly mixed with sand carols and Ground. It i.8 situated near 
the mangroves towards warowaro pussubC. Ulo-one is only fit for 
statiOD and few coconuts to plant, but no big forms. 

The court also fouod out from both sides, iiaoi tee and dedley !:ire coming 
trom Hoone village and both uides are related according to custom, 
because Timothy George married Misipa the daughter of the two brothers 
UHI1.lEINE, and UHI110RU. in PAEWA-ALA-ALA in which you Haoitee is control 
in Ai,jlHJu.~L. In the same way Local Court found out, J~aan8 in the 
previous years you was faciog lianitee. Yet in this court you become 
one of nis witness, against liedley ieorge. Local Court also found 
out James Uib\1Jlu is lianitee' s Chief which he should surpport him yet 
James is witness to Hedley George, against you Hanitee. 

Therefore· the Local Court made its decision concern the above pointe 
from both sides.
