JUDGIMENT :

Court finds that both parties stem from one renealogy of Saefanoa

tribe on eastern side. That Nafuliae married Ngodanarii of Sasadili
beget 2 sons (1) Ngumae (2) Limaito. Court findas that Ngumae's
geneslogy that James QOsitee Joshua, Maekira (m) snd Manaseh Oikalia "~ __
are living descendants,

Court finds that Jack Alongis and clan descended of Iimaitoo the
brother of “gumae. Court then finds that Ngumae beget 5 brothers
two Burimae and Tonirobo that there was a separation started when
Burimae ate Tonirobo's wife. Then Tonirobo went to live at Rusuala
with hig beloved son.

Court also finds that Jack Alongolia descended of Limaito that
TLaumae zll arrived and gather at U'ula tambu site,

During Court both parties were denying each other that non of them
settle at Uula nor Oterade. DNefendant's side Mr Jack Alonpolia
stated he denied Mr Mark Maomaburu he did not recognised hin in
the disputed area. Court finds that both claim the tambu sites.
During land surveying b%oth partiee claim Manana their decorative
male house.

When we came back to TMils terbu site where two parties argued

about the modes of custom prayer and their arrival times there,

Then we entered the Uula site Nefendant urped the Plaintiff to

show his custom tambus that the Tlaintiff Mark said that he knew
nothing about this tambu site since he is a different man. _
Manaseh (Oikali admitted thiat he kmew nothing about this place and e
his custom tambu remains because his father died when he was a

small boy so he did not hear anything from his father. After then
Jack led both rarties and Court to the various fire sites within

Uuls tambu sites, fire for feast (Maoma) fire for 2 priests cook
tanbu pigs (Sussia). He showed us a fire site for priest special
sacrificial pig only the custom priest ate the pig (suasia). The
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third fire place he showvn s place for sacrifice for all the same
tribesmen ate. (Ttea).

Jack Alongolia also shawvn five ceites for Rina “adep 4=ibesren %o
offer sacrifices in thisg tawbu site for common feast. Court also
seen fire for war worshipping. Ve also shown the vomen oven fire
(Maomanikini) Jack hiad shown us the cite of the ale house Ila
ancestrel remains too were seen during the survey., e aiso seen

all various fire nlaces for sood luck for common feastine for bad
lueck for eivil wars ect = sacrificial place marked for healine of
cuts (Gura). The two ~ale houses for kakala and Rarasua vhen Jack
explained to the parties how Vauniu »nd T'nagere csme in s form of
spirit %o Jeck's men and chown the modes of custom praver then Jack
cried the two devil v iest used him and gave rin strenc+h ond siin of
custom power on that very spot. Tater we went to DACTCIIANZ bhurial
site vhere 211 bores of arcectors were cnllected., There the defendarts
shown the Court party some human bones and skulls. After then we
advanced down to ATAUML where the Defendants asked Plaintiff to show
the Court verty any thine they have on this tambu seite which they
claired their bural site. Tlaintiff showed only a common fire for
feast (Maoma) hut claimed hoth parties own this tambhu site, Tater
Defendant chown several gtone oven snd three (3) skulls of human
being belonrs to Ofaniabu and Maekiria T and Jack's Tather brought
modes of rraver to ATAUVA, Tventhousch Jack had shewn these things
he did not claim his but telonegs to hoth hirm and ivali who live

on U'ula land. Court wishes that Utula land dispute may not cover
others trihal lsnds Tina ITA, RITA¥AUTA and 077207, mhis dispute
may onlv concerned T''ula 1=snd dispute concerninr the srrival of
these twn suh-tribes i» "'ula and inhabited the land.

WITNESSES

Court finds that an Tlnintiff witn gses thev talted mainly on how
they arrived or the dismuted land :»art from Jack who wasgs the last
man to arrive on trihel lsnds and = me settled in T'ula land Joshua
Maekira and James (siramca and ik "1 (m). These witnesees were
strongly surrorted ¥r Vonaseh 0ikel: to bs the second gsettler in the
digputed area Oterade not Mr Jack Al.neolia eventhough he has the
modes of custom nravers and sacrifices in 1T'ula t=mbu site.

Court also finds that on Defendant's witnesses side they all claimed
the same 0ld lesdership of "*ulas land on Jack Alonria and Joshua and
James Csitee's linealosy. Thede five witneses respecting Jack and
Joshua as the first settlers of T"'ula land but not M. Cikali (m).
They also strongly stealing on the modes of custom pravers and
pogition of priesthood which James Osiramna and Jack Alongolis have
on "'ula land he was not settled on TT'ula but lived at ILogaabu.
These witnesses denying Manaseh (ikali not arrived first on the
disputed land 1'1Mla. Court finds that Jack Alongolia and clan
arried out modes of sacrifice on "'ula tambu site since his devil
took up nodes of praver to their tribeasmen both Maneseh (ikali and
Jack Alongolia offerines sac-ifices to their devils until they went
to church.

Tn completins the crse Court offers the following DNCTTE,
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DECTSION:

Court ordered that the following men, Jack ATONGOTIA (m)
Manaseh OTVALI (M), James OSTRAMOA and Joshua MATFIRA and
clans all have the equal right over the U'ula land.boundary

Roundary Tines ranges from:-

Kwaisuga point goes up ¥oa river to the east reaches mouth

of Fairuf stream nassing 3inafolo (North to Tafunori and
Dafubako point poes down Northwest passing MANAARA following
Oi’ANI stream down Teraio or Oloio point poes southwest
direction to ™Mairufa and Sarelo down Auridi to ¥Fwaisuga point
and back to ¥oa river again.
