JUDGMENT 3

Court finds that Plaintiff James Honikulu and Defendant Aphlous Hroiwei
did not trace their generations to show what man on the generation
“bought the passage Tawauoc and Pwaipwai disputed areas. .

Court finds that Jam2s Yonikulu came from "urihuri tribe and Aphlous
Horoiwei czme from Manenihenue tribe. James “donikulu claimed that is
his grandfather Pwaisilo bought land from the chief Arariouou and
brothers Makipwapwaro and Makl Pware the areas from Msnao down to the
disputed areas Pwapwal to the sea shore,

Court slso finds thst James claimed the disputed srea Pwapwai hin
tribal piece of land because his men of Hurihuri buried the three
men Heaikuto, Horohanue and Hiruwals of Weluiola/Famalai tribe :
murdered by Manenihenue tribe (belongs to Aphlous Horoiwei's tribe).

Court finds that buying of Tawauo pasgsge and killing of the three
men of the six (6) people of Weluiola/Kamalai tribe that the

disputed area is situated on the Fhuimenuli/Manao tribal land.

Court also finds that James claimed the disputed area Pwapwai land
hecause his grandfather Twaisiho and Adiato adopting last six people
owned Fhuimenuli Manso area like Arariouou, Makipwspwaro, Makipware, -
laewatepwaonga, UUheli and Koke, ey looking after these men in
Hurihurie land then when Arsriouou and ¥Yoke died they buried them.

Court slsc finds that in defending side Mr Aphlous Horoiwei did not
defence the killing hig men of Manenihanue did to Kemalal men dut
concerned only with the buying his grandfather Houwewe did with 80 )
strings of red money include Pwapwai land. ) S

- IN CONTRAST -

Court finds that both plaintif? and defendant apgreed with the
buying of Tawauo passage which runs between Yamaslai and Manao tribal
lands, Court finds that Aphlouse claimed Pwapasal area included
with the payment for the passage but it is on the Fhuimenuli Manao
ares not on Xamalal land where it boundaried with Feuho river., That
his customary land Manenihenie to the west,
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Court also finds that Aphlous Horoiwei new cultural identity of
boundary setting seems invading and dominating Fhuiimenuli/Manao
and Kamalai boundaries that he claimed his land Manenihenue
bordered with Uenuusuhunu tribe under leadership of Alahasango.
This is against small Malaita cultural seting of tribal lands

(Icla).

Court finds that PW 1 - 2 denied the buying of Pwapwai areas but

only the payment for the passage Tawauo. PW 3 & 4 - Heard the

killing Manenihenue men did in Kamalai and DW4 - said that they
- worked the land Pwapwai under leadership or direction of James
Honikulu & e¢lan,

land permission from Houwewe but before there was no property
dispute. The tobacco was divided by Houwewe to both people of
Manenihanue and Weluiola people.

Court finds that the buying of Tawauo passage (Su‘tu) and arranging
of market place was done before Kamalai people swore to Awalosi
people that they murdered three (%) men Heaikato, Horohanue and
Hiruwals of Kamalai tribe. Court finds that James Honikulu and

people have many properties on Pwapwai.

DECISION

Mr James Honikulu and ¢lan the primary ownership of PWAPWAI land
disputed area under TEENINGFLI goes west to Holokali river goes
east to Ismanirade river and sea coast areas.

Mr Aphlous Horowei ownership of the Tawauo passage (Su'u) his
great grandfather Honlwewe boughte.

Right of Appeal Fxplasined within 90 days or 2 months.
