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JUDGMENT: 

Court looked through the plaintiff's statement and that Mrs. 
Slmaima had clearly declared her appeal that she was only 
intetested to appeal the smal I piece of land below Keise's house; 
Mrs. Simalma said that, that land was taken by Kapel, and Kapei 
was the grand grand fath0r to both parties, Kapei took the land 
from the hands of Akio, Akio was her father's great grand father, 
and Kapel took the land because he was very strong, and powerful 
man. She also, said that because Mrs. Laise stopped them not to 
cJ imb any coconut, so she want0d fight back her father's great 
grand father's right from Akio the right man to that land. 

The plaintiff's witness Mrs. Maria IZeise also said clearly that, 
the piece of land which was below her house was taken only by power 
of force, Kapei used his power to take that land by force only. 
The defendant, Mr. Patteson Helava had stated that the Aimarau land 
is not a, land tai{en by tile pO\,ier of Kapei, it is a plot of land below 
I<emaini household and it is 1(lIov!n ae Kulakohi. Plaintiffss also 
stated that, it had been divided in the olden days that the male line 
can on I y take what they' suppose to. take wi th them wherever to move 
to, but the female to control the properties which they should control 
and stay still in the house!lo!d for all of Iler .life; he also declared 

that they all como from I-iONE, their grand father's fatller, the owner 
of the land. 

The defenda~t's witness Mrs, S~r3h HOia; had clearly stated that 
-Hone was frrnn Kemalni household, and the land was owned by Hone, 
and Hone was the grandgrand father to both disputed-parties, as 
according to the fa~-ni Iy tree: she told in her statement. 

The bourt witness 1 Mr Thomas Kumul i stated very clearly that he 
wa s the r e wit h his fat her, and he saw bot h par tie scI i mb i n 9 . 
coconuts in the area near the sea, and he also said that wthere 
was house between Kemaini household and the area they climbed near 
the sea he also Vlarn botil parties to be careful because he wa's 
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household right on the place where 

No 2 Court witness Mr. Daniel Kapei told, the Court that l)is land 
was spearl ine to Alalo's land and again, he said that it was Lepau, 
the plaintiff's father who planted the coconuts tre~ on the land. 

No 3 Court witness also stated that her father told her tha, 
there were two houses below their house. hold - Kemaini. One house 
was at Keise's house and it belong to Arae and the second house at 
next to Keise's house and it belonged to Lepau, and looking through 
the survey, the Court had really found that there were some other 
land or household with some properties such as bush gardens belonging 
to those household in the area which the defendant claim, there 

were some strong points which we find out from their statement but 
we Court asked the house of chiefs to produce in and tel I us the 
proper land which the chiefs tried to resettled, but the chiefs 
respond was that, they did not settle the dispute properly because 
when they to survey te land, the chiefs were not working together, 
those who relate to the defendant side fol lowed the defendant side 
and those who related to the plaintiff's side stand on their side 
An d a Iso the y sa i d, the chi e f s dec i s ion was not rea \I y c I ear. 

Because of al I these points, we Court members were afraid that, 
we might also cause more quarrels and dispute to those who living 
in the land next to Kemaini. 

DECISION. 

Court ordered that this disputed land known as Puniu Halesauma 
to return to the house of chiefs for a proper settlement. 
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
