1. This Ac r may be cited as the Firearms and 
Ammunition (Amendment) Acr, 2000, and shall come into opera­
tion on such dare as the Minister may appoint by notice published 
in che Gazette . 

2. Section 2 of the Firearms and Ammunition Acr 
(hereinafter referred to as the "principal Ace") is hereby amended by 
inserting therein immediately after the definition of "firearm 
licence", chc fo llowing new defini tion -

"imitation firearm" means a replica of a 
pisrol or ocher firearm which has 
rhe appearance of a firearm, bur 
which may nor be capable of 
discharging or being adapted for che 
discharge of any ammunition in the 
manner described in rhe definition 
of firearm and includes an air gun, 
air rifle, air pistol or coy-guns." 

3. The principal Ace is hereby amended by inserting 
therein immediately after section 40 of the following new sections 
as sections 40A and 408 respectively-

"Possession of an 
imitation firearm 

40A. (I) Any person who 
goes armed wich an imitation firearm 
wirhour lawful excuse is guilty of an offence 
and liable ro a fine of two hundred dollars 
or co imprisonmcnr for six monrhs or to 
both such fine and imprisonment. 

(2) Any person who goes armed 
with an imitation firearm by word of 

mouch or conduce threatens another person 
in such manner as co cause fear to rhac ocher 
person is guilry of an offence and liable to a 
fine of five hundred dollars or co imprison­
ment for one year or co both such fine and 
1m prison men c. 
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40B. (1) No person shal l import into Solomon Islands or 

sell or d isplay for sale any 1mJCat1on firearm in any place in 

Solomon Islands. 

(2) No person shall manufacture for use or sale any 

imitation firearm. 

(3) Any perso n who contravenes the prov1s1ons of 

subsections (l ) or (2) shall be guilty of an offence and liable to a 

fine of one thousand dollars or imprisonment for one year or to 

both such fine and imprisonment.'' 
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
