Amendment 
of section 
21 of Act 
No.7 of 
1981. 

1. This Act may be cited as the Provincial Government 
(Amendment) Act 1992, and shall come into operation on such date 
as the Minister may appoint, by notice published in the Gazette. 

2. Section 21 of the Provincial Government Act is hereby 
amended in the following respects -

(a) in subsection (1) -

(i) by adding at the end of paragraph (b) the words 
"and"; and 

(ii) by deleting paragraph (c) and substituting therefor 
the foHowing new paragraph -

"(c) such number of Provincial Ministers 
appointed by the Minister in accordance 
with the provisions of section 22(4), so 
however, that the total number of the 
Provincial Executive, inclusive of the 
Premier and the Deputy Premier shall not 
exceed one 'half of the total number of the 
elected members of the Assembly."; and 

(b) by deleting paragraph (a) of subsection (5) and 
substituting therefor the following new paragraph -

"(a) the Provincial Assembly passes a motion of no 
confidence in the Premier, so however, that a 
motion of no confidence shall not be moved 
until the expiry of a period of twelve months 
from the date of a Premier being elected to 
office and any notice of a motion of no 
confidence given thereafter shall not be 
entertained by the Speaker unless a period of 
twelve months has lapsed since the last motion 
of no confidence was determined; and" . 
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
