THE LEVY OF RATES AND DUES

(PORTS OF HONTARA AND NORQ) RULES 2010

In cxercise of the powers conferred by section 72 of the Ports Act and with the
approval of the Minister, the Authority hereby makes the following Rules:—

These Rules may be cited as the Levy of Rates and Dues (Ports of Honiara
and Noro) Rules 2010 and shall come into force on the date of publication
n the Gazette.

The rates and dues set out on the Schedules shall be levied by or paid to the
Authority in respect of the various matters specified in it, when the work or
appliances so specified are provided or the scrvices so specified are
provided at the Ports of Honiara and Noro.

Not withstanding anything in thesc Rules it shall be lawful for the Authority
to cnter into any special agreement in respect of any matter in accordance
with the charges specified on the Schedules of Rates and Dues hereto.

The levy of Rates and Dues (Ports of IHoniara and Noro) Rules 2006
(l.egal Notice 154 of 2007) hereby revoked.
