PRICE CONTROL (APPLICATION TO GOODS AND RESTRICTION

OF PRICES) (AMENDMENT) (NO. 20) ORDER 2017

order:

1. This Order may be cited as the Price Control (Application to Goods and

Restriction of Prices) (Amendment) (No.20) Order 2017, and commences

on 3rd October 2017.
