AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE THREE BILLION, NINE HUNDRED AND FIVE
MILLION, NINE HUNDRED AND FIFTY ONE THOUSAND AND THREE
HUNDRED AND SIXTY DOLLARS TO THE SERVICE OF THE FINANCIAL
YEAR ENDING 31 DECEMBER 2021.

ENACTED BY THE NATIONAL PARLIAMENT OF SOLOMON ISLANDS.
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2021 APPROPRIATION ACT 2021

Short title

This Act may be cited as the 2021 Appropriation Act 2021.
Commencement

This Act commences on the date of assent.
Authorisation of appropriation

The issue of an amount of $3,905,951,360 from the Consolidated
Fund is authorised, to be applied to the service of the financial year
ending 31 December 2021.

The amount specified in subsection (1) is appropriated for the supply
of the heads specified in Schedule 1 in the amount specified for each
head.

Government borrowing limits

This section applies for the purposes of section 66(2) of the Public
Financial Management Act 2013 for the financial year ending
31 December 2021.

The Government may borrow or agree to borrow amounts not
exceeding in total the borrowing limits specified in Schedule 2.

Debt service account

This section applies for the purposes of section 69(2) of the Public
Financial Management Act 2013 for the financial year ending 31
December 2021.

The Minister must set aside 2.01% of the Government’s domestic
own source revenue earned in the financial year ending 31
December 2021 to be transferred into the debt service account for
the purpose of discharging statutory debt.
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Advance warrants

This section applies for the purposes of section 60(2) of the Public
Financial Management Act 2013 for the financial year ending 31
December 2021.

The Minister must not, at any one time, after deducting repayments
and monies on deposit, issue advance warrants to an amount
exceeding $150,000,000 during the financial year ending 31
December 2021.

Contingency warrants

This section applies for the purpose of section 58 of the Public
Financial Management Act 2013 for the financial year ending 31
December 2021.

The Minister may authorise a contingency warrant for a sum not
exceeding $20,000,000 for:

(@) Heads of Recurrent expenditure specified in Part 1 of
Schedule 1; or

(b) Heads of Development expenditure, specified in Part 3 of
Schedule 1.
