In the matter of a charge against TA MEN, Chinese French
resortissant of Vila, the above named TA MEN stands convicted
before the Joint Court for that he did on the 19th September
1926 at Vila sell one bottle .of cognac to GEORGE of the French
Police a native of the New Hebrides contary to Art, 59 of
