Having heard the accused in his examinationand his defence
put forward both by himself and IMr J.M.Courgin, his Shlicitor
the said accused being the last t& speali.
Hoving heard the Public Prosecutor in his conclusions and
applications.
Gave judgment publickﬁy after hearing all the partmes

on the legality of the report furnished by

the Commandant of the British Police.
I3 was considered that the reports of Police Officials are
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are held to be evidence until the contrary is proved.

That NAVEY did not bring proof thet the
Commandant of the British Police was not invested with a
regular warrant.
That undre these conditions the Court did not consider it
necegsary to make any‘ruling on this point.
Regarding the offence of sale of liquor.
It was considered that the debates of the Court did not result
in proof sufficéent to declare FAVEYguilty of the offence
with which helwas charged .
Acquitted the said Navey, or Habeme Nakandakare.
Pronounced that the costs of the Court should he charged to
the Condominium.
