E.Y a .rijd~ent of the Court of First Instance delivered 

at Vila on the 31st December, 1937, a Tonkinese, No.t248, named 

N~uyen Huu Yet was fined three hundred francs and sentenced to 

ei~ht days imprisonment for,havin~ aold r.ine to a New Hebrides 

native. The .rud~ent alao ordered the confiscation of tNo 

bottles of wine and one bottle of co~nac, which were seized 

at the house of the accused. This conviction is now before 

the Joint Court for review. 

The .Toint Court confirms the conviction of the Court 

of First Instance, but holds that it was in error in orderin, 

the confiscation of the wine and cognac from the house of 

U;,;uyen Huu Yet, and directs its restitution to the a.ccused.
