By a Judgment of the Court of First Instance (Central
District) delivered at Vila on the 19th April, 1939, Vu Van
Huyen, & Tonkinese, was convicted and sentenced to four days
imprisonment and'ordgred to pay a fine of two hundred francs,
under Articles 59 and 61 of the Convention of 1914, " for
[

having attempted to sell alcoholic liquor to natives", ‘
The case 1s now before the Joint Court for review.
o ' Article 59 prohibits only the sale of alcoholic liquor;
it does not penalise an attempt to sell, The conviction be-
fore the Court is accordingly unfounded and it is ordered to be
quashed.

The accused Vu Van Huyen is acquitted.
