Uonuominion employee living at Ganto, to one month I s imprisonment anu to II 
p!ly a fine 01' £otg20, for having solu alcoholic liquor to New Hebrides 1 
natives. 

Mr. de Preville was heard on behalf 01' the appellant. 

'1'he appeal is admiss ible, it having been lodgeu in due form and 
within the time allowed. 

The Court is 01' the OIHruon that the Court of .f!'irst Instance has 
shovm a cleqr appreciation of :the facts of' this case, but has imposed a se­
ntence which appel:irs rather severe having regard to the circumstances 
surrounding the infraction •

ON THESE GROUND::>, 

The judgment uncleI' appeal is confirmed on the question of guilt 
but is amended with l'egard to the sentence to be imposed. 

LUU VAl'! BOl is therefore sentenced to eight days imprisonment 
and is ordered to pay costs fixed at 5/3d sterling. .
