THE COURT accepts the aocused's plea of guilt,y, convicts and sentences 

him to ONE month imprisonment and he is remanded in custo~ until the Deoision 

of the Resident Commissioners is made knOml. As the accused has been in custo­

~ sinoe the 8th. day of November, 1961 such period together with a!\Y further 

period intervening between the date hereof and the announcement of the Decision 

of the Resident Commissioners, sha.l.1 be deemed to be part of the term of im­

prisonment imposed by the Court. 

On the expiration of ONE month from the de;y of 8th. November, 1961, the 

date of the acmlsed's ar1~st, his sentence of one month imprisonment shall be 

deemed to have been served. 

The stolen articles are to be restored to the rightful Owners FUNG KUEI 

and WIT JI YUEN.
