CONDmIINIUM v. bIANllE SJUMS of ER.ATAP 

JUDGJ,LeJNT 

The accused is charged that on the 18th September, 
1966 at Lakles on the inland of Efate he stole £A.25 the 
property of his mother, ItAUSIL SAII"lS of Ef'utap, to which 
charr;e he pleaded guilty. 

Outlining the facts the Public Prosecutor, Commandant 
Walford, informed the Court that the accused is't.he son of 
the late Chief of Fila Island, SAIIu\S. (It laber transpire!l 
that he is the grandson). He suill that the Chief died at 
his daughter's home at Lalcl<·s and his widow, the complainant, 
asked the accused to help her destroy some possessions of 
the deceased which were no longer required. It was later 
found that £A.25, of which the complainant was the bailee, 
hUll disappeared and when aslced about the money the accllsed 
admitted taldng it. 

The complainant delayed reporting the matter to af­
ford the accused an opportunity of refunding the money; an 
opportunity of which he has failed to avail himself. 

The Pltblic Prosecutor told the Court that the accused, 
who is aged 26, was convicted in November, 1963 of stealing 
£100 and sentenced to two years' imprisonment. Ho said that 
the accused is unstable anll never remains in employment for 
any length of time. 

The Court convicts and sentences the accused to six 
months' imprisonment and orders that the accused be remanded 
in custody until such time as the decision of Their Honours, 
the itesidellt COrJ1uissiollcrs lJC l~:nowll. If such decision be no'l; 
forthcoming llefore the cxpiru 1,ion of six mOil ths, calcu lated 
froD this datc, then on the expiration of that period the 
accused shall be deemell to have served the penalty imp 0 sed 
on him for this offence anel 811a11 be released. '
