JUDG).lENT 

The aeeus cd, CIIAllIJ~S TUHGOHIJEN, represented 
by Hr. n. nAIJLl~T, of COlUlsel, acting Native Advocate, pleaded 
guilty to stealing on a date unknown between the 31st July, 1070 
and the lst"1Ul"gllst, 1970, ~100 the property of mCI&HD ASH. 

l1r. CfULOLAN, of COlUlsel, acting Public Prosecutor, 
told the Court tha t I.Ir. ASH who was engaged on a geologi cal 
survey in Vanua Lava, left cllmp one day in August leaving be­
hind him in a plastic dish ,SlOO. On his returll he found the 
money missing and, wllCn he was in a position so to do, reported 
it to the police. As a result of their investigation the 
accused was interviewed and Oll the 18th of October he made a 
statement admitting the offence. In the statement he told of 
a plan conceived by his mother to restore the money without 
suspicion falling on him. The plan was to place money in the 
thatch 0 r a disused house and the mother would then pretend 
Lo have had a dream in whi ch a man approached her ilnd told her 
where ille money was, As a result of this plan the mother, her 
husband and the Chief Vlent to the disllsed house and in the 
thatch recovered $102. In a mistal(en belief as to their duty 
the police refunded $22 to the accused because the accused told 
them he had already spent ;520 of the stolen money. 

In mitigation !.II'. lIallet pointed out the temptation 
there was I'or the accused to see $100 lying unconcealed and 
unattended, lIe said the accused confessed when npproachecl, 
and Mr. ASII Vlould he at no loss. He pointed out lliat thi s 
was the first time that the accused,. who is a[~ed 28 yiars, 
Illarrted with two chi ldren, Illls heen, in any trouble. ;f 

'rhe Court accepts what Mr. HALLET says but caillot 
ignore the fact that the accused was Ji rst questioned two days 
before he told the truth. 

The Court~onvic'ts the accused' of the offence with 
which he is charged a'nd sentences him to 1'1 days' imprisonment. 
'rhe accus cd wil'l be remanded in custody to al'lai t the deeis ion 
of 'rheir I1ono l1rs the llesident COllll:tissioners on the penalty 
imposed, If <.:nch is not forthcoming before tlle expiration 
of 11 days from 'today's date, the accused shall he released 
as if he had served the term of imprisonment imposed.
