THE SCHOOL BOARDS OF MANA~EMENT 

(BRITISH PRIMARY SCHOOL, SANTO) RULES 1976 

1. These Rules may be cited as the School Boards of Managelnel 
(British Primary School, Santo) Rules, 1976. 

2. The school known as the British Primary School, Santo 
(hereinafter referred to as "the school") shall continue to be 
by that name. 

3. The Board &~all be known as the British Primary School, 
Board of Management and shall assume responsibility for the- ,,,,,"_UU. 
tion of the school with effect from the 1st day of January, 1976. 

4. (1) The school shall provide a six-year course of 
education sufficient to prepare its pupils for secondary e01lca 
the United Kingdom, Australia, New Zealand or the New Hebrides. 

(2) It may further provide ~ pre-school kindergarten 
classes to prepare children, especially those children whose mn·tho,~ 

tongue is not English, f0r entry to the normal primary classes 
schoelo 

5. The Resident Commissioner shall fer all purp"ses be 
be the owner o~ the scheolo 

6. The Board shall be constituted in the manner following -

(a) the British District Agent for the Norchern District 
or his representative ex offic.io; 

(b) the District Education Officer for the Northern 
or his representative ex officio; 

(c) three members to represent the parents 
ing the school; 

(d) not more than four other members selected at the 
discretion of the Resident Commissicner to represent 
general public. 

The Board shall elect its Chairman. 

7. A quorum of the Board shall be five members of the Board 
present and voting. 

8. Appointments to the teaching staff of the school shall be 
jointly by the standing committee and the Chief Education Officer, 
subject to the approval of the Board. Serving teaching staff of 
British National Service may be seconded to the school subject to 
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90 The a~~ission of pupils to the school shall conform to the 
following rules -

(a) enrolments in any class shall nct exceed 40 pupils and 
shall if possible be restricted to a maxim~ of 35 pupils; 

(b) entry to Class I shall normally be restricted to pupils 
whose ~irst language is English, and, unless otherwise 
notified in writing by the Chief Educaticn Officer, whc 
have achieved the age of 5 years by ehe first day of the 
school yearo Pupils whose first language is not English 
may be admitted at the discretion of the Headmaster, if 
necessary after a test.; they may be requlred to have 
attended. :E'or at least one year 9. pre-school or kindergarten 
class approved by the Gioia: :O:'luc'lt.ion Offlr.er and shall 
be required to have a co~a~d of English adequate fer 
primary education in English; 

(c) entry to other classes -.vill te at the tiiscretic!1 of the 
Heati.-naster" if necess8.,ry after -3. test and u}:wn 
satisf'actory ev:'dence of h2.vi:lg a"t~ended 6.

(g) no qualified child may be refused aQ~ission to any class 
which has less than 30 pupils.

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10. School rees, at the rate prescribed by the Board and 
by the Chief Education Orricer, shall be paid each term in aavan~, 
and the standing committee shall have discretion to authorise 
or admission to any pupil whose rees are more than one term in 
arrears.
