3. There shall be issued from General Revenue and other funds 
of the Joint Administration and applied to the service of t@ Year 
ending 31st December, 1966 a sum not exceeding that specified 
@) of section 2 of this Joint Regulation. The said amount shall be 
appropriated as set out in the schedule to this Joint Regulation. 

4. The Ordonnateur shall authorise expenditure and, the 
Treasurer shall pay such sum or sums of money as the Redent 
Commissioners jointly by warrant from time to time direct for the 
purpose aforesaid not exceeding on the whole the sum specified in (b) 
of section 2 of this Joint Regulation.
