1. It shall be lawful for the Resident Commissioners from time Rules. 
time to make joint rules- 
' (a) directing that a census be taken of the population and 

housing of the New Hebrides or any part or parts thereof;

(d) providing for the division of the New Hebrides into districts 
and areas for the purpose of such census;

5. (1) Any person who- 
(a) refuses or neglects to comply with or acts in contravention 

of any of the provisions of this Regulation; or 
(b) being a person required by this Regulation to make, sign, 

or deliver any document, wilfully makes, signs, or delivers 
or wilfully causes to be made, signed or delivered, a false 

(c) being a person required in pursuance of this Regulation to 
answer any question, refuses to answer or wilfully gives a 
false answer to such question; or 

(d) being a person required in pursuance of the provisions of 
this Regulation to perform any duties in connection with 
the taking of the census refuses, without reasonable cause, 
to carry out his duties, 

(2) Any person whc- 
(a) being a person employed in taking a census publishes or 

communicatev without lawful authority to any person 
otherwise than in the ordinary course of such employment 

'any information acquired by him in the course of his 
employment; or 

(b) having possession of any information which to his know- 
ledge has been disclosed in contravention of this Regulation, 
publishes or communicates that information to any other

6. (1) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this 
Regulation, the Resident Commissioners may by joint decision
